A motion was made to disapprove and take no further action on the petition, since it is legally
defective on its face because it does not set forth facts showing the existence of the statutory
conditions justifying annexation. In particular, the petition does not set forth facts showing that it
would be more convenient for citizens in the annexed area to travel to the county seat of Rio Arriba
County as opposed to the county seat of Santa Fe County because of the location and conditions of
roads, or the existence or nonexistence of transportation facilities. Such facts are required by
NMSA 1978, Sections 4-33-1 and 4-33-2.
