The vision statement from group four included developing an economic base and encouraging high tech enterprise in the area.  Some people did not like this idea, and others were not sure exactly what the implications were.  We agreed to discuss this idea further, but not to include it in the vision statement.

Apart from the ideas mentioned above, all four of the vision statements expressed very similar goals.  We decided to ask the County staff to combine the vision statements, based primarily on the statement from group 3.

A question was raised about whether it was legitimate for us to make a statement for the whole community.  We discussed the large amount of outreach that has already been done. We decided that we would produce a draft vision statement that we could present to the community and ask for feedback.
