DIRECTING STAFF TO IMPLEMENT PLANS

WHEREAS, the Galisteo Basin is a spectacular landscape that is nationally recognized
for its significant cultural history spanmng thousands of years and representing diverse cultural
groups; and

WHEREAS, Santa Fe County (County) purchased the Thornton Ranch Open Space to
protect the significant cultural resources on the property from private development and to
provide opportunities for public interpretation of the natural environment and cultural landscape
of the Galisteo Basin; and

WHEREAS, the 2015 Sustainable Growth Management Plan identifies the Thornton
Ranch Open Space as a priority open space project for the County; and

WHEREAS, the County has been engaged in a comprehensive public planning process
regarding the Thornton Ranch Open Space since 2014 that involved extensive site analysis and
input from stakeholders, including Native American Tribal Governments, community members,
adjacent property owners, and relevant public agencies; and

WHEREAS, the planning process resulted in the development of four interrelated plans
(Plans) that will guide the land use and management of the property as follows:

Thornton Ranch Open Space Management Plan — establishes goals and objectives for
management and identifies projects, routine maintenance activities and a monitoring
program necessary to implement the plan (Exhibit A);

Thornton Ranch Open Space Master Plan - identifies the program, physical
improvements, and the process for implementation (Exhibit B);

Petroglyph Hill Management Plan — a site-specific management plan for Petroglyph
Hill in accordance with the Gahsteo Basin Archaeological Sites Protection Act
(Exhibit C);
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Galisteo Basin Interpretive Plan — establishes the interpretive goals, objective, themes, e
target audiences, and media to guide interpretation at all County Open Space properties '@

within the greater Galisteo Basin, including the Thornton Ranch Open Space (Exhibit D); ﬁ

WHEREAS, the Plans identify actions, timelines, staffing requirements and estimated >
costs for implementation of the Plans; and ‘

WHEREAS, the County Open Lands, Trails and Parks Advisory Committee has o
reviewed and recommends approval of the Plans.

General Notes
Introductions

Site introduction by Claudia Horn: context, ownership, Kennedy Line Railroad, cultural sites, environmental
sensitivity, Petroglyph Hill Management Plan, distinct soils and distinct elevations. Erosion potential. Recreation
will be un-motorized. 640 square miles, 2300 ac, apx. 2 miles by 2 miles

Galisteo Preserve has 25 miles of trails and is regionally relevant.

Preserve was part of Thornton Ranch originally, final phase still to acquire, including area 4000 AC parcel
around rail grade.

Representatives: Santa Fe Striders, Santa Fe Walkabout, Trails Alliance of Santa Fe, Galisteo Basin Preserve /
Commonweal.

Connections

Rail line was only used for a short time. Rail grade could be used as a potential future trail from Moriarty to Santa
Fe Depot but access easements along fine would need to be negotiated with landowners.

Santa Fe Striders would love long distance trails and connections would be superb. A big loop would be a draw.
50" BNSF access easement is held by Preserve so that potential connection could be linked. Preserve would
like to add trails to the west and south in the future.

Preserve would like to link trails to EI Dorado and to the Rail Trail.

Important to include connection planning in the master plan.

Massive loop would be great for biking but shorter routes via Eldorado would be more appealing for runners.
Runners prefer 15 mile long loops. Average weekend runs are 7-13 miles. There are a few people training for
marathons that would train at intervals of 26 miles or less. Marathon users like the rail trail because it is flat, but
it is usually an out and back.

Outlining large loops are great. Interconnected systems like the Preserve are ok but would like longer loops
instead of doing a bunch of little loops to get miles in.

There are a handful of people doing 50 mile runs.

Loops are much more desirable than out and back.

Potentially, car swap from each direction works ok for point to point. Key element is that out and back is less
ideal.

Would be nice to consider how this works for larger recreation instead of just a smali 3 mile hike.

Ideal to preserve a site access connection to easement along BNSF to the North.

County is potentially looking at trail connection from Cerrillos area to Galisteo area.

Seasonal Use

More likely to use site in the winter if it is 10 degrees warmer then Santa Fe.

Generally runners / hikers use the mountains in the summer, less likely to travel to Galisteo then.

Preserve is used more often in the winter. Earlier sunset hours are an issue.

Extreme sun and wind exposure is a turn off. x

Hiking /

Currently groups do tours in the forest.

Interested in using site and gaining a permit if needed.

Would offer hiking or biking in Galisteo Basin in winter months.

Estimate family size or 4-6 people. Usually 2-4 people. Look for half a day experience. Very few would do a 10
15 mile hike.

Length of hike can make it more difficult / less accessible to large population. Challenging elevation is relative
because many people come from sea level and are greatly impacted.

Ideal scenario is apx. 8 miles. With a perimeter loop and a trail through the center you can minimize overlap
and do a figure 8.

Runners are ok in the arroyo. Way finding is an option. Keep in mind that it may be used by people or
equestrians no matter if it is planned as a route or not.

Trails

Arroyo Hondo trails are well planned trails.

LTT vertical trails have erosion problems.

Flat trails are a problem because it causes incising, then people transition out of ruts onto a new side route.
Need to avoid cupping on any trails on site.

Important to follow contour when designing trails.

Important to pay particular attention to location and layout of trails to avoid sensitive landscape and prevent
erosion.

Team will follow similar process of Arroyo Hondo: County worked with Cynthia Lovely.

Team is confident that varied terrain creates opportunities to avoid sensitive areas.

Soil protection will be a challenge.

Make trails sustainable because it is likely that it will not get a lot of maintenance.

Keep in mind that horsemen do not necessarily respect boundaries and would use the arroyo whether or not it is
planned for them to use.

Dogs would need to be leashed — County code? Leashed or under control.
Wildiife uses arroyos and is a challenge when opening arroyos to recreation traffic.

sites

Hiking and running is social and would like to see sites opened for viewing. Layers of history is very interesting.
Interpretive signage, visiting sites, would be a tremendous draw.

These cultural sites are very sensitive and difficult to visit. It is not like La Cienega and it is difficult are to
manage.

Perhaps a one-way route could be an option vs. guided tours.

May want change name of Petroglyph Hill.

Utilize “Beware of Snakes” signs to keep people on paths.

Having access to a sample site may protect large site and create interest for guided tours.

Trailhead signage outlining protection is essential.

Supplementary amenities

Keep windmills, they are intriguing.

Restrooms and picnic tables are nice but not essential for runners. Runners are used to sites that do not have
these.

Composting toilet may be helpful if an option.

Signage: Dale Ball and LTT signage are the great. Some of the best out there. It is important for people that
haven't been on site.
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- Ojito Trails (mountain bike west of Albuquerque) - Trail signage has been disfigured, something to keep in i'
mind. Rustic, old looking signs harder to disfigure and fit within the old west style. Cairns may be an option.
- People tend to follow logical trails or trail markers that don't need to be manufactured.

Trails

- Jim- Galisteo Basin Preserve is too much of a network. Running prefers less of a network so they don't have to
stop. Usually map out longer loop and do that. Some network connectivity is beneficial.

- Remember that 30’ on both sides of trail reduces wildlife habitat.

- Less network will help preserve wildlife habitat.

- Dogs have a distinct impact at the detriment of wildiife

- Include a cap on the trail network in the master plan so that future trails can't create an overly networked system.

- Foundations would be interesting to stop and look at.

- Understood that trails will navigate around cultural sites. Survey in progress.

- Recreationists generally look for longer perimeter loop even in a networked system like LTT. Difference with
LTT/ DB is that it is close to town so you might use it often. In that case it is nice to have a network so that you
have alternatives once you create a primary long route. A destination like Thornton may not need a network if it
is more of a destination with specific sites to visit.

Timeline

- Still need to fund second phase then would need to fund construction. Earliest open 2016. Likely 2018. Unsure
if County would ask for Bonds in 2015. Grants could be an option. Capital improvements funds could be an
option.

ATOZA TO.T TIHTEO

General Notes

Introduction
- Size 2300 ac compared to 1500 ac LTT, context, project master plan, protect cultural resources, and
environmental resources. Non-motorzed uses only.
- Personal introductions

Archaeology
- Federally protected location, currently undergoing investigation to inform management plan.
- Petroglyph Hill will likely be guided tours only. Team is to investigate recreational uses.

Regional Connectivity ,

- 30 minutes radius includes trails that contribute to IMBA certification.

- Members of GUTS sees this as a nexus of regional trail connectivity to the north, Preserve and County land to
the west in Cerrillos Hills.

- Smaller potential as stand alone trail system because bicyclists would prefer longer rides.

- County land near the gold mine Placer Peak could be connected via this site. SFCT holds a conservation
easement at Placer Peak but SF County trail on Placer Peak is not ideal. It will be realigned in the future but will
not be a bicycle trail.

= Important to preserve a wildlife corridor and preserving as trail systems can help with this.

- Fitting a trail system within the bigger picture is important to bicyclists in Santa Fe.

- There is a lot of public land (BLM) to the west that can help with connectivity.

- Any frails on this site should have logical connections to perimeter for future regional connections.

- South of site is less intriguing for a connection but there is open space south that could allow people to connect
to Moriarty via rail line.

- Petroglyph Hill is likely guided tours only. Team will investigate recreational uses.

- Colleen: Ball Ranch is a large piece of property that has potential for purchase.

- COLTPAC advised purchasing the Ananda Valley and Easement in anticipation of connection and visitor
meeting location.

Blkmg Trails
Visitors would not only be people from Santa Fe. Would likely get a lot of people from area.
-~ There are a few 50 -100 mile bike events that are held in area including "Gravel Grinders. There is an interest in
large connected routes and loops.
- Onsite: anticipate 10 miles minimum. 15 miles is okay. 20 miles is good to make the site a standalone
destination.
- La Tierra torture is a 10 mile loop.

Rock formations and terrain with elevation changes help make trails more difficult trail. It would be nice to
experience a trail system in the area that is different then what is available in the Galisteo Basin Preserve (rolling
terrain and grassland with some elevation).

Recommend technical trails. Important to utilize varied terrain.

IMBA recommends muttiple loops from traithead.

You can go specifically to rock areas to create varied terrain. Technical trails should be located further away
from trailhead because more advanced riders will get farther out onto the trails. Have multiple spots along a
single trail that are technical, not just a continuous "technical trail".

Anything too steep is not great because they are unsustainable trails.

Longer loops are desirable. Perimeter trail would be great. Envision no conflict with hike/bike.

Limited small banking is nice on downhills.

Bikers do not need over engineered trails. Less touch is often better. Handwork is preferred. Utilize
motorcycles to define route then crews to touch work. Minimal machine work.

Expert labor can half volunteer labor time. REI has trail building grants.

Loose ground can be worked with moisture to solidify a trail.

Single track trails for hike/bike provides minimal impact when done correctly. Consult sustainable trail builder.
Galisteo Preserve trail building example: 2 days to flag route, 2 days to correspond with archaeologist, 3 days of
clearing, 2 days of riding it in, 1 bonus day to finish up =4 miles. Process could be sped up if worked more
closely with archaeologist at layout.

Fat Tire Society would be happy to help Iay out sustainable trails.

IMBA offers consulting layout at $500/day.

Difference between bike and hike = hike usually aligned via shortest route. Biking alignments are more
stretched out and flowing, bike alignments will usually have sweeping curves.

Vista spots and points of interest are great for supplementing a shorter trail system to make it a destination.
Named trails are preferred to numbering. Petroglph or Native vocabulary could be naming conventions. Utilize
cultural resources as inspiration when appropriate. ’
It is easy to limit people's interaction with sensitive sites and garner respect by having traithead 1-2 miles from
destination.

Need to have some connection to the uniqueness of the site.

Important to keep people off when muddy. Winter use is a challenge during freeze thaw because water doesn't
percolate and mud remains. It is bad time to ride anything on trails because it will cause damage. Seasonal
closures exist in mountains during spring conditions. It wouldn't be far-fetched to close trail system during
certain times.

Bikers like to ride at night occasionally. Potential to limit access in the evening to protect site.

Equestrian Conflict

You cannot make a sustainable trail with horse traffic. Due to low soil stability.

Horse community tends not to fix trails.

Hooves cut soil instead of packing. Causes cupping trails in flat, meadow areas.

Equestrians like to ride side by side.

Usage together is not as much of a conflict. But horses are a detriment to trails.

Fall line trails and banks don't hold up with horse traffic.

Could use arroyos or existing roads as horse traffic.

Generally people slow down when they see horse traffic.

Recommend some designated bike/hike only.

Horse trails are not often maintained. Soil literally erodes away.

Recommend giving them a separate trail and understand that it is not going to be a sustainable trail.
Some equestrians find arroyos difficult to walk on.

Equestrians need 4-5 feet with a10 ft. corridor. Trail width is quite different compared to hiker/biker.
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Amenities

- Transitioning between local amenities to a regional destination suggests that a facility would be nice, especially
for tourists. It would be nice to have toilets on site.

- Aweekly maintenance contract could benefit the under-staffed County.

- Picnic areas are not really used. Prefer rocks to sit on out on trail at vista or destination or such. Less
developed sitting areas using materials that exist on site function very well.

- Ashaded area near the parking lot might be helpful, but is not a high priority. It may be useful to incorporate a
shaded structure with a new trailhead / parking area and information kiosk.

Beginner Mountain Bikers
- Long drive is a bit of a barrier for entry-level bikers. It may be too long of a drive to pack up the family.
- The Galisteo Basin Preserve has good entry-level trails.
- Cultural points of interest as a destination could be enough of a reason for a group of entry-level bikers to visit
but the question is whether they would hike instead of trying to travel the distance with a lot of bikes.

ATOZA TOATTOIEIIODHT DAR

- Drones could be a problem in public spaces in the future.

- Plan to develop Preserve trails south in the future, creating a system up to 50 miles long.

- Positioning Thornton as a unigue bike destination is dependent on access to cultural landscape. Perhaps have
a portion of the site that could be visited. Thornton is less appealing if it is solely another set of trail mileage.

General Notes

Introduction
- Site is environmentally and culturally sensitive and consists of a nationally recognized site for which a
management plan is being developed.
- County purchased land in 2001 and subsequently more afterward. GBASPA helped define cultural resource
significance and protection.
- The timeline implementation is contingent on funding. The County envisions multiple years.
- Gerald (original COLTPAC member and trail rider council, Northern NM Horseman Association)

Connectivity and Scale of Use

- Connectivity to larger context for trail use is an appealing concept because it is a rarity in the area although it
was a large part of the past.

- Most of the site as (apx. 2600 acres) could be covered on horseback in 1 hour or .5 hours going fast.

- Example: 8 miles (1.5 hours) from Applewhite house to Petroglyph Hill

- Endurance riding (trot) allows riders to cover 30 miles in 4.5 hours.

- Acasual rider could do a 8 mile loop in 2 hours.

- Equestrians prefer a loop back to a trailer. They enjoy seeing new county the entire way.

- Integration with any route along the railroad track provides another dimension of interest and appealing length.

- Santa Fe Conservation Trust would like to work with property owners along the Kennedy line to create
easements along abandoned railroad grade.

- The Flywheel Ranch is a 5000 acre site along the Kennedy line that would need to be negotiated, it will soon
become part of the Galisteo Basin Preserve

- It might be beneficial to create a Rails to Trails organization in Santa Fe to garner support.

- Coordinating public transportation to drop people off for hiking would be nice for hikers, but unnecessary for
equestrians.

Trail Recommendations / Comments

- Colleen: the site will be open to public use with conservation. Team will distinguish some level of access.

- Arroyos are loose and hot. Equestrians prefer not having to go in Arroyo, but can go if necessary.

- Horses are generally not accustomed to loose sand. Therefore, visiting riders could be injured while riding in the
arroyo.

- Riding in arroyos should only be for in short distances (3miles).

- Equestrians prefer a couple loops allowing riders to extend distances. Please preserve access for future off-site
trail tie-ins.

- Too much signage on landscape takes away from experience but education is key component of this project.

- Consider not having distinguished trails and have open riding where horses can navigate around trees. Trails
are a bit boring for horses. Perhaps old cattle trails could work. Open range riding would be a nice possibility.

- The site is an ideal place for winter riding. i
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Horses don't go side by side. They follow a path behind each other naturally. 18" wide is plenty. 24" or more
among trees is fine.

Distance: 8-20 miles would be a sufficient distance to make the site worthwhile destination. Gallisteo Preserve
pretty short but used by equestrians.

Utilize cultural resource stops as interpretive destinations.

Equestrians need hitching posts so that they could walk to petroglyphs

Open riding is easier on the land then having deliberate trails. Open riding would need to include a knowledge
areas that cannot be ridden. Zones or pods could be designated to identify areas to avoid.

If open riding is not an option, residents of Galisteo would be happy to have trails in the area.

Trails are preferred for faster riding so that you can avoid holes.

Open riding is generally scary for people because they feel it is detrimental to the land. Some open riding can
stimulate grass growth much in the same way limited cattle grazing can help the landscape.

Apx.10% of equestrians would ride open range. Long lines of sight lend are appealing to open riding. A sense
of exploration is nice and the entire area wouldn't need to be open riding.

Horses do not like rocky terrain or slick rock.

Riders like vistas and destinations. In this way equestrians are similar to hikers instead of bikers.

ATOZT/TOA/TTAATICHT 2AE

- Any barbed wire fences would need to be removed. Equestrians happy to help take up fences and pack them

out.

Regional Context

Endurance riding: Caja del Oro is the only formalized endurance trail. People come from California to ride in
Caja Del Rio. This could be part of economic development because it a potential draw as Santa Fe destination.
NATRAK (endurance riding with obstacles) is an example of an event that could contribute to the local economy.
Events include 30-75 people riding over 20 miles each day (plus non-riding family members). Horses would be
kept with trailer and/or corralled.

The local area is set up to support horse traffic because it is already populated with vet and tack/feed amenities.
This part of the County has a rich equestrian heritage.

Regional connectivity to this site is very imporiant.

Equine heritage is very rich all the way back to Conquistadors. Cultural context includes horse trails from all
over leading to the plaza.

Amenities

A restroom would be very helpful. Sad that significant funding must go to maintenance of restrooms.

Trailer parking is essential and it must be very large.

A corral would be nice at traithead in the case of an emergency. 12'x12’ is the minimum size.

Caja Del Rio is an excellent example of a trailhead designed for equestrians. It is also local.

Open riding could be a permitted activity on certain days. Administering costs could be difficult if the County
does not have the infrastructure in place.

A day fee is an acceptable option. Cerrillos hills has $5 trailer fee. Please include all activities if a day fee is

instated.

A guest book or registration documenting visitors and use would be helpful.

Include equestrians in development of additional rules to go with trailhead sign. For example, stop downhill of
horse, don't hide, talk loudly.

Archaeology sites are known in the area and there is potential for damage.

Alternative Activities

“Fox Hunt” — chasing coyote with hounds.

Shooting (not a popular comment)

A horseback guided trip of cultural sites would be wonderful.

Caja del Rio is used for search and rescue practice. It would be helpful to have an off trail area for this activity.
Poker ride on open landscape is a fun event.
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GPS locations could show pods of arch sites and then you go from place to place. This would create less
signage and is a similar activity to geocaching.

w

It would be nice to get an oral history from Gene, or Barbara or older brother in EI Dorado because they may
know about ruins and trails and connectivity on the Thornton Ranch.

Water availability on site could be a challenge.

A horse concession could be opened by a private enterprise. County needs to figure out options and permitting
scenarios.

Sees a lot of unhealthy division between hikers/bikers/equestrians. Equestrian group recommends involving all
groups together, especially in trail building/maintenance workgroups.

Economic development should not be overlooked. Consider equine resources that can help stimulate the rural
landscape and create rural jobs in small communities. The type of person that wants to drive to Santa Fe to ride
is going to be culturally and environmentally sensitive to preservation because they embrace old ways.

Rural economic resources can be localized, such as feed and boarding.

Please consider open space planning as a dovetail to equine/rural economic development for region.

Introductions / Project Overview

Kim Sorvig (educator at UNM), Mark Watson (habitat specialist), Barbara Fix (Native Plants Society).

Site introduction: context and ownership, cultural resource inventory and management plan. Prominent
landforms. Historical and environmental sensitivity. Inventory primarily on cultural resources.

Goal: allow for access while maintaining preservation. Soliciting ideas for ecological sensitivity and educational
opportunities.

A plant survey has not been done. A few invasive species in lower reaches of arroyo and roadside ditches.
Site has not been grazed in last 10-15 years. It does not appear overgrazed. Thornton family took cattle off land
in 1998 apx. Grasses appear tall but not full coverage.

Kirk and Jan Willem did a plant survey to the area west of site in 2003 and grasses were considered patchy.
Channelized soil wash is an issue. County road 42 paving impacts runoff onto adjacent arroyos. In areas
downstream there are 8"-10" of channel incising.

invasive species use borrow ditches as avenue for spreading.

Important to look at storm water management and runoff impact on drainages.

A demonstration project with the Soil and Water Conservation District could show erosion issues on site.
Construction and roadsides are biggest area of invasive transmission.

Loss of native vegetation impacts pollinators.

Not mowing roadsides and managing them can help encourage native growth over invasive species.
Pollutants coming off roads are an issue in general. County should iook at mowing management along 42
County road 42 was paved in 2005 or 2006.

Arroyo incision is a constant problem in the area and will be impacted by summer storms.

Petroglyph Hill is impacted by foot erosion with some water and wind erosion. Footpaths don't help.

Soil and Water Conservation Demonstration Potential

Sig: education is organization's mission. Lately is has been managing flood control dams and the organization
would like to improve its capacity to educate the public. They are interested in seeing a demonstration developed
but do not know what that would be.

Galisteo Basin group has a project in San Marcos Pueblo that could be used as a starting point.

Since we have control of arroyo it is critical to analyze and do something at the initial/critical point on site.

There are many places along County Road 42 with soil loss. Landscape has been eroded down to sterile
subsoil that doesn't grow plants and is very difficult to replenish.

It may be good go beyond soil conservation and actively rehabilitate some of the soil. Soil restoration
experimental component would be helpful. Volunteers or an organization could manage areas.
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Potential rehabilitation: higher upland restoration, stabilize head cuts, prune and spread juniper branches to
capture and protect soil from wind erosion (Craig Allen in Bandalier, Earthworks demonstrated successes). Lop
and scatter.

Soil amendment humates could be a costly way to jumpstart new growth but is not a long term solution.

Visitor's center and parking areas could be installed in already degraded landscapes so that it is easily
monitored and irrigation from Center could be used to water degraded areas. Use runoffs to kick start growth in
specifically managed area.

A main concern when locating the visitor's center on an already degraded landscape is that the area would need
to be identified in refationship to distance to road to compare tradeoff costs of rehabilitating the degraded area
and potential impact of road length. Look at location and benefits of siteing construction in degraded areas vs. an
ideal but pristine area.

Investigate combining maintenance costs by making use of things like horse compost.

It is very hard to regulate what horses are being fed to reduce invasive transmission in horse waste. Education
would be most helpful.

A soils analysis could be helpful for identifying healthy components and quantity of fertile soil on site.

Erosion rates triple near roads, trails, and horse traffic. Advise creating an erosion rating for the site.

Since we have control of arroyo it is a critical place to analyze and do something at the initial point.

A head cut analysis is recommended: walk up arroyos and look for primary impacted areas.

Wildlife

Open range would only be an option after an investigation of grassland health and inventory.

Any cryptogenic soils need to be protected from any traffic.

Consider open riding for future possibility after soil is rehabilitated to a certain level.

Important to move free riding among different places in landscape from year to year if you do it. Some
disturbance of the root mass by hoof action can be generally helpful if it is intermittent and in varied location.
Kirk Gadzia has done this with horses in the past. A planned restorative activity during a certain time with a
certain amount horses could be helpful. Need to break pattern of horses gathering or walking together or eating.
Goal is to develop a complex management strategy not just a generally policy. Events could be a great way to
have people to buy-in and could be helpful and could have wonderful PR. Help make it a place of interest but
with subtle impact.

Capital and operating funding comes from different places and is regulated differently so it is always a chalienge
to have sufficient maintenance funding. Finding operational funding for this project will be a challenge.

Think of creative design ways to use capital design to set up maintenance for success. Could a "Friends” group
be set up to carry funds for maintenance? Could a capital escrow fund contribute to this sort of account?
Although this is a challenge, it is important to include the needs and potential problems with funding in the plan
so that there is potential for it to be addressed.

Goal for initial project is to have a self-sustaining management plan in place knowing funding will be a challenge.
Demonstration projects, grants, volunteers, partnerships will be an essential direction.

Use fees could be an option. It also takes money and man power to collect fees.

The Gray Verial could be nesting on site and is found in the area. It is not a federally listed endangered bird, but
a bird of concern in the State. It would be great to have bird surveys during breeding season. Could be
marketed to birders in winter. Grassland birds could be an appeal. The NM Game and Fish might have interest
in having an ornithologist do small surveys during breeding times.

Trails do not benefit birders. They prefer to bushwhack. It would be nice to have areas in grassland for birders to
wander around and scare up birds.

Audubon uses Galisteo Creek as a main viewing area due to a concentration of federally listed birds that are
attractive for birders.
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- ltwould be nice to have an inventory of County open space to understand that not every property has to fulfill
every program. Understand how this site is positioned within the County context.

- It would be nice to have Kirk Gadzia come in and set up a baseline analysis of rangeland to understand how an
rehabilitation could be initiated.

- NM Game and Fish has wildlife friendly fence guidelines to share. Trespass cattle and access to cultural sites
would need to be managed anywhere fencing is not installed.

- Ecologists recommend taking down non-maintained old fences because they are a threat to wildlife.

- Wildiife corridors of any kind are important to map out, see Galisteo plan. Important to identify barriers. b2

- New Mexico Wildways has focused study and GIS mapping of wildlife pathways in Galisteo Basin. - Jan WiIlemE
is knowledgeable of the Ken Boykin habitat GIS study. -]

- Ken Mankey did a study through NM Game and Fish on cougar range in area.

- 5-6 miles Northeast site a winter bird study was completed, Jan Willem is familiar.

- Audubon does a Christmas bird inventory in Galisteo ~ Caro! at Audubon is contact.

- CHAT: western statewide analysis tool identifies 1 mile hexagons or crucial wildlife habitat to help steer
development away from conservation habitat in the west. It may be large scale but the information GIS tool may
be helpful.

- New Mexico CHAT is available at New Mexico Heritage at UNM. They are hoping to fund a revised study via
NM Game and Fish.

- Often GIS information is useful but be skeptical of analysis.

- Beware of BLM steam lining oil and gas processes and consider possibility of BLM using holdings for
development.

Meeting Summary Public Meeting - Thursday, October 20, 2016

Purpose

A public involvement meeting for the Thornton Ranch Open Space Master Plan was held on Thursday, October 20,
2016 to present the draft plan and collect public input. A public question and answer session followed a project
presentation by the design team. The draft master plan document will be available for a 30-day public review and
comment period the month of November 20186.

Meeting Summary

The public meeting was held at the Galisteo Community Center on Thursday, October 20, 2016 between 5:30 and
7:00 pm. 49 individuals signed in at the meeting with an estimated 55 attending. Santa Fe County representatives
included: Colleen Baker (Project Manager), Maria Lohmann (Sr. Planner - Open Space and Trails), Carol Branch
(Volunteer Coordinator) and David Padilla (Open Space and Trails). There were two COLTPAC members in
attendance. Members of the project team in attendance included Claudia Horn and Patrick Sinnott (Design Office), *
Sarah Noss and Melissa Houser (Santa Fe Conservation Trust).

The meeting began with an open house (ca. 30 minutes) where attendees could view the proposed trails master plan.

Colleen Baker introduced members of the design team and Claudia Horn provided a project overview of the master
plan process, timeline and improvements (ca. 30 minutes). The presentation was followed by a question and answer
session (ca. 60 minutes). Project boards with basic project information (Master Plan, Context Map - Trails and
Ownership, Trail Standards, Planning Context, and Site Analysis) were on display during the meeting (see attached).

Project background information presented at the meeting included explaining the four plans that will affect the 2,440-
acre Thornton Ranch Open Space property, existing conditions / site analysis studies, site acquisition history,
property ownership, interest group desires, planning process, project timeline, and the landscape's varied history.
The site is an active sacred site for numerous Native American tribes who are concerned about preserving their
cultural resources and cultivating respect for the land. The proposed plan focuses on highlighting some of the primary
open space attributes / themes of railroad, ecology, ranching, and geology. This history and physical context,
combined with input from interest groups, tribal representatives, agencies, and adjacent landowners / community
representatives informed the proposed program and master plan.

The Thornton Ranch Open Space Master Plan proposes 4 miles of regional trail, 12 miles of internal trails, two
trailheads, and multiple opportunities for interpretation and education. The project site is intended to be a preserve
with no motorized vehicles, no dogs, and very limited site impact to protect cultural and ecologically sensitive areas.
A major goal of the plan is to cultivate respect for the land as people enter the site to recreate. The project materials
and trail naming are critical elements for reinforcing a sense of place relevant to the site's rich cultural history.

Public Comment Summary ;
Public comments were collected by documenting the question and answer session and collecting input from email
correspondence.

Some of the primary concerns raised by those who gave comments were:
desire to make the hiker/biker trails open to equestrians and include horse trailer parking at the main trailhead.
comments about how trail users interact on trails and the need for education on trail etiquette.
questions about the involvement and consideration of local tribal concerns.
concerns about trail tread width, trail corridor width, and sight distances for the proposed trail types.
interest in regional trails and off-site connections.

Please note that the following record is a summary of public comment and
responses and is not transcribed verbatim.

After BCC what is the construction timeline?

- The project is a high prionity for Santa Fe County and is a priority for funding. It is on the November ballot for bond funding for construction,
additional impact studies, design, and critical land acquisitions. If voters approve the bond then over next 4 years the project will be
implemented with trail construction anticipated complete in 4 years.

Any trails open to public now?
- Not at the moment. The site is closed.

The only new road will be the trailhead access road on the southeast?
- Yes, we are trying to restrict vehicular access, even for maintenance. That would be the only road, This is a non-motorized system. This is a
preserve, no dogs would be allowed. This supports the idea of a preserve and open space and limits impacts to the site.

You said 16 miles of trails. The multi-use trail is how many miles?
- 3.75 for multi-use.

So bikes get an additional 7 miles and this is paid for by public funds? I understand you want a draft for approval by December, so changes will
be made by December?
- Yes, we want to keep the footprint small, we are open to the equestrian discussion. Yes, changes will need to be made by December.

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We need a hands-on, lets go fook at this before then. Horses can go anywhere a bike can go. To exclude horses from anything is a personal
choice. They leave a smaller track then a bike. A bike can leave a rut. Horses are wider but they can be on a piece of land for thousands of
years. We understand that following one another can leave a mark. To set a precedent of not allowing horses on county land is wrong. There
may be parts on cultural land that could be respected if it is a centain area. We can look at that. We don’t want to hurt cultural resources if a
horse goes sideways. We want to go out with you to show you we can easily walk the terrain here.

- | think we can sort it out tonight, through discussion and site visit isn’t warranted.

{'am a Santo Domingo tribal member. How would you define tribal consultation? What are you doing between now and then (December)? [
would also like to invite you to a Pueblo meeting on Nov. 3% at Santo Domingo. Have you approached the All Pueblo Council of Governors?
- Thanks for attending. We've actually reached out to tribes quite a bit. We sent out an initial announcement to tribes for consultation in
December 2014. We followed up in July 2015 with a 2-day tribal input meeting. Then in November 2016 we had another 2-day tribal input
meeting, followed by another one in March 2016. We've also had individual conversations with interested tribal members. We've been to visit
some pueblos that weren't able to atfend the scheduled input meetings. From thase meetings they asked us to follow up with governors and
the All Pueblo Council of Governors, who we've tried to contact. We've also recently invited tribal members to review the draft master plan.
This is all being done in good faith prior to any required government-to-government consuiltation.

What about co-management? We are having issues at the Petroglyph National Monument. Our concern is that any access fo Petroglyph Hill
will cause damage.

- Co-management came up early in discussions with tribal representatives. It is one approach that we-are investigating. In this plan, we are
proposing trails that avoid cultural, except sites with recent ranching history and railroad features. We want to continue the conversation
throughout design and development and management. We respect that it is a sacred site. You brought up with APCG? | need help getting a
response from them. There is no access to Petroglyph Hill in the plan which was a point of APCG.

Co-management is an important point for us. If you want to push the project forward, you need government-to-government consultation before
December.
- We have avoided access to Petroglyph Hill but provided access to the other areas of the property.

About the dogs, dogs have been part of ranching history forever, not sure why they are excluded. Parking at 42 will invite dogs into site anyway.

If | heard correctly there are hiker/biker trails and equestrian trails with bikes, this can cause a problem. I'd like to see hiker equestrian trails.
- For dogs, they were involved with ranching but with a new trail system there will be more people in concentrated areas. Dogs can make
hazardous waste. For wildlife and land conservation we want to keep this as a respectful preserve. This is part of the reason dogs are
recommended to be excluded. There is a corridor of impact for wildlife alongside trails and it gets a lot wider when you infroduce dogs.

This seems like an exciting time. We've had restricted access for 200 years. You can feet the ancient legacy of trails connected here. Even with
the railroad there is a feeling of connection. This is rich and exciting. | appreciate the liberation and care and quality of analysis. All these issues
of dogs and who can live with whom can be friction points. | spent time at the Galisteo Basin Preserve with trail builders and the consensus is
that 18” is wide enough. | don't understand multi-use being wider. There should be no idea of conflict with uses. Horses can go in really steep
areas. | would predict abrasiveness when you separate them. | haven't heard of problems with bikers and equestrians. Santa Fe has a trail
legacy that should be enhanced and built upon. Don’t build upon non-enforceable friction points of trail conflicts that don't need to be. For the
last several centuries, there haven't been restrictions on types of users. Seems like the conflict idea between user groups has only come up
over last 5 years of use. There are no confiicts in the Galisteo Basin Preserve. Part of that system has been segregated but people don't pay
attention. It is appropriate to me culturally to be able to use trails. The first horses in American were in Santa Fe.

I'd like to reiterate. My understanding is that it is a multi-use standard. ride a lot at the Galisteo Basin Preserve. The trails you marked for
horse trails on the plan are flat and boring. Equestrians are intrigued by experiencing the landscape and the terrain. As was stated, people
won't abide by separation.

I want to point out design standards on the boards have some negative impacts. Due to width of tread you are excluding hand tools being use
to build them. The impact is that trail builder will use equipment / blade for wide trails. Then you have to have more maintenance and more
expensive installation with wider trails. Cut down the trail widths by 1'. To preserve landscape you want to have a narrow impact.

- Thank you

Gretchen Grogan (GBP): To clarify, we now have 28 miles of trails: 14 mites of multi-use and 14 miles of hiker/biker. We have had some
confusion. The hike/bike trails were not built for horses. The horse people have respected that. There are some outliers but we haven't had any
problem with mixed uses on the same trails. We don’t have problems with hikers and equestrians. We had an event recently about how horses
and bikes interact on a trail. Interaction can be worked out with conversation. If the terrain dictates, there should be hike/bike only. At the
preserve we have both types and it has worked well. If you cut a trail wide, it will get narrow over time, but the disturbed soil is a place for
invasive species to come in.

I hear both points. | think its over engineered. The width is too wide, except for the accessible trail. Width isn't an issue for bike / equestrians
but can be a problem with sight lines or steep side slopes. You are going to save money and have better use if it is narrow. People like the
narow trails on DB and LTT. We've put in trails with blading and by hand with flagging and volunteer labor. Wider trails inflate cost and erosion.
Urge you to go narrow with everything.

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- These are good poinis for us to look at. When we get into regional trail we may need to get wider to fulfili federal requirements. It may be we
need to change the designation. Other trail sections started off as a two-track road.

The multi-use frail along the rail, it goes along the rail line? Having horses go along active rail line can be an issue, it probably wouldn't be used
all that much and is an expensive trail if its not getting a lot of use.

Will there be horse trailer access at parking area?
- At the time, given the amount of trails, it didn't warrant a trailer traithead. We heard from the equestrian focus group that people wanted
longer trails and didn’t need trailer parking.

But if there are no trails connecting fo it then we wouldn't be able to use it.
- We hear you differently now. Trailers could be added to the main trailhead parking area.

Maybe cut down on the amount of cars,
- There needs to be a balance. We can look at it but trailer parking would probably be an extension.

You need signage for trailers on how to park.

Many of us are here as equestrians and we don't want to get squeezed out by bikes. Riding along the railroad track does not interest me. We
like the Galisteo Basin Preserve. We've had good experience crossing paths with bikers.

Is this trail going to be part of the GUTS system?
- GUTS is a grassroots initiative to connect regional trails and are not designated trails. SF County is aware of this initiative to tie trails into
larger plans. Thornton Ranch is a project that will inform this endeavor.

Will there be any overnighting?
- Due to site sensitivity no overnight stays are allowed.

My husband may want to ride longer distance with pack horses. This requires a wider corridor that should be kept in mind for GUTS.
- These frails might be connectors but these won't be GUTS trails.

Anything that could be hike/bike/horse needs to have a narrow tread and wider corridor.
- That sort of width could be accommodated on the old ranch road.

The trail system in rea! life comes right up to BLM fand? Wouid there be a gate?
- We are working with them to understand access. The BLM allows access but does not facilitate access. We are working to facilitate access in
collaboration with BLM on BLM land.

BLM is under federal mandate so that you will soon not be allowed to ride anywhere on BLM without a trail.

What is the point of that? We want to be able to do stuff on public land.
- That is not within this project’s scope to answer.

I'm guessing yesterday evening's meeting was a little different than previous meetings, especially since you had been led to believe no horse
trailer parking was necessary at the trailhead. It certainly turned into a lively, though in certain cases, long-winded get-together!

Equestrians do believe our horses are safe to go anywhere a mountain bike is safe to go. Safe terrain is not so fragile that horses will tear up
what bicycles will not. | understand bikers are fighting to have a place to ride, but equestrians are fighting to not lose their existing riding
locations. False information is what keeps horses out of new trail projects and forces us out of old ones. Some cyclists don't want to have to
exerclse caution for others on the trail; check with emergency room intake and you'll probably find more bicycle injuries than horse related ones.
Here at Outside Magazine we usually have someone on crutches or in a cast or brace, especially in the summer. The day of the Santa Fe
Century bike ride in May (road bikes) | was injured getting on my horse on my own property (he moved, | fell and badly twisted my knee). In the
emergency room ahead of me were four cyclists within that same hour. Accidents happen especially if we're not cautious as some bikers tend
to be when they think no one else is on their trail. But users can all get along if they will be cordial and considerate to their fellow user.

Julia Belt brought up a good point about the bond issue ~ | know | won't vote for it if 'm gonna be excluded from using what I'm helping pay for.
And as for paying, a group of eager horse riders could easily be assembled to create the tread for a new trail and would cheerfully do it for free,
saving a lot of money. | personally think a trail following the raiiroad track would be a waste of money; | know | would never ride it because, first,
horses more than fikely would spook when a train went by, even if only twice a day, possibly causing injury to themselves, their riders, or
anyone else in that vicinity. But more importantly, | wouldn't ride it because it's BORING! Might as well ride on the interstate. Equestrians enjoy
not only riding the horse, but experiencing the trip - the varied terrain, scenery, wildlife encountered, bits of history, and maneuvering our
mounts in more than just a straight or gently curved line. Many of us are technical riders, able to do relatively steep inclines and descents in the
mountains such as at Jack's Creek. We all don't want to ride hell-bent for leather, but we want our minds stimulated and our horse/uman
partnership exercised.

Having worked with you on the La Tierra Trails, | know your group will do a wonderful job with this long-term project and | look forward to four
years from now seeing what you've done — maybe being a part of trail cutting and buiiding. Good luck with keeping dogs out. Santa Feans
LOVE their dogs (and I'm not a dog owner).

THIS MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT (hereinafter “Agreement”) is entered on
this /7 day of Jul 9 2015, by and between Santa Fe County (hereinafter referred to as
(“County™), a New México political subdivision, and the Bureau of Land Management
(hereinafter referred to “BLM?”), a Federal Government entity, located at 226 Cruz Alta Road,
Taos, NM 87571.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, in the spirit of cooperation, mutual respect and service to the residents of
Santa Fe County, this Agreement confirms the parties’ commitment and mutual cooperation
which recognize that the partnering activities between governmental entities of similar purposes
may produce community and constituency benefits beyond what might be produced
independently;

WHEREAS, the County has designated its Open Space and Trails Program as the
program responsible for the development and preservation of open space and cultural and
historical open spaces throughout the County;

WHEREAS, through the Galisteo Basin Archaeological Sites Protection Act (Public
Law 108-208, hereafter referred to as the “Act”), the United States Congress has recognized that
the Galisteo Basin and surrounding areas of New Mexico are the location of many well
preserved prehistoric and historic archaeological resources, including some of the largest Pueblo
Indian settlements in the United States, spectacular examples of Native American petroglyphs,
and ruins of Spanish Colonial settlements;

WHEREAS, the County’s Open Space and Trails Program is working in collaboration
with the BLM to implement the purpose of the Act for property owned by the County at
Petroglyph Hill on the Thornton Ranch Open Space, Lamy Junction and La Cieneguilla
Petroglyphs. Whereas, the parties desire to formalize the cooperative work and efforts between
the BLM and County Open Space Trails Program to further the purpose of the Act.

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS MUTUALLY AGREED BETWEEN THE PARTIES
as follows:

1. - SCOPE OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN THE PARTIES:

a. The parties agree that the purpose of this Agreement is to provide for the
protection, preservation, maintenance, and administration of the nationally significant
archaeological resources identified in the Act.
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b. The BLM and County Open Space and Trails agree to strive to achieve the
highest level of protection, preservation, maintenance, and administration of archaeological
resources at La Cieneguilla Petroglyphs (T.16N., R.8E., Section 17, projected), the Lamy
Junction Site (T.14N., R.10E., Section 5), and Petroglyph Hill (T.14N., R.9E., Section 29),
herein referred to collectively as the “Sites.” Our cooperative efforts to attain these goals will be
guided by the Act.

c. The BLM and County Open Space and Trails agree to work jointly on planning,
preservation, protection, resource management, and other matters, including preparation of a site
assessment, site management plan, and a general management plan. The County also agrees to
permit access to the Sites to members of the Galisteo Act Implementation Group, a group formed
by the BLM and comprised of representatives of the County, Open Space, BLM, State Office of
Archeological Studies and volunteer members of the public, for these purposes under such terms
and conditions as the County may implement.

2. FUNDING

a. If the BLM and the County Open Space and Trails Program jointly secure public
funds for the purpose of archaeological resource preservation, protection, interpretation, or
research for the sites, the expenditure of such funds shall be implemented in accordance with a
written agreement that sets forth the required terms and conditions established by the funding
source and describes the work or duties to be funded. By this Agreement the BLM or County
Open Space and Trails Program is not obligated to expend any public funds for these purposes,
and this Agreement does not restrict the County Open Space and Trails Program from expending
any funds it may independently secure toward preservation efforts at the Sites.

3. EFFECTIVE DATE AND TERM
a. The term of this Agreement shall begin upon the date of last signature by the

parties and will expire July 31, 2020 unless terminated earlier pursuant to Paragraph 4, or the
County ceases to own the Sites prior to the date of expiration of this Agreement.

4. TERMINATION

The County or BLM may cancel this Agreement at any time by providing ten (10) days
written notice to the other party.

5. NO THIRD-PARTY BENEFICIARIES; RESERVATION OF RIGHTS

a. This Agreement was not intended to and does not create any rights in any persons
or party not a party hereto.

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b. The County retains all legal rights to the Sites and to the quiet enjoyment thereof.
Nothing in this Agreement is to be construed as granting any legal authority to the BLM over the
Sites or over any actions by the County Open Spaces and Trails Program.

6. LIABILITY

Neither party shall be responsible for liability incurred as a result of the other party’s acts
or omissions in connection with this Agreement. Any liability incurred by the County in
connection with this Agreement is subject to the immunities and limitations of the New Mexico
Tort Claims Act, § 41-4-1, et seq., NMSA 1978, as amended.

7. AMENDMENT

This Agreement shall not be altered, changed or amended except by an instrument in
writing executed by the parties hereto.

8. INTEGRATION CLAUSE

This Agreement incorporates all the covenants and understandings between the parties
hereto concerning the subject matter hereof, and all such covenants and understandings have been
merged into this Agreement. No prior covenants or understanding, verbal or otherwise, of the
parties or their agents shall be valid or enforceable unless embodied in this Agreement.

9. DISPUTE RESOLUTION; APPLICABLE LAW; VENUE

a. In the event of any dispute between the parties regarding the enforcement, effect,
or interpretation of this Agreement, the parties shall first resort to mediation before a neutral
mediator, mutually agreed to by both parties. If mediation is not successful to resolve a dispute,
the parties agree to resolve disputes in New Mexico State and Federal District Courts.

b. The terms of this Agreement shall be construed in accordance with the laws of the
State of New Mexico. The BLM and the County agree that the forums for any litigation arising
out of or related to this Agreement shall be the State and Federal Courts of New Mexico.

10.  APPROPRIATIONS AND AUTHORIZATIONS

Any commitment of funds by County pursuant to the purpose and goals of this
Agreement is contingent upon sufficient appropriations and authorizations being made by the
Santa Fe County Board of County Commissioners. If sufficient appropriations and authorizations

3
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are not made in this or future fiscal years, this Agreement shall terminate upon written notice by
the County to the BLM. Such termination shall be without penalty to the County, and the
County shall have no duty to reimburse BLM for expenditures made in the performance of this
Agreement. The County is expressly not committed to expenditure of any funds until such time
as they are programmed, budgeted, encumbered and approved for expenditure by the County.
The County’s decision as to whether sufficient appropriations and authorizations have been made
for the fulfillment of this Agreement shall be final and not subject to challenge by the BLM.

11.  FASCIMILE SIGNATURES

The parties hereto agree that a facsimile signature has the same force and effect as an
original for all purposes.

12.  NOTICES

Any notice required by this Agreement shall be given in writing to the parties designated
below. Notice shall be effective when delivered personally to any party, or three business days
after deposited, postage fully prepaid, registered or certified, in an official receptacle of the U.S.
Postal Service.

LAND, a nonprofit California public benefit corporation authorized to do business in New Mexico
("Grantee"), whose principal business address is 116 New Montgomery, 4th Floor, San Francisco,
California 94105

THIS TEMPORARY GRANT OF EASEMENT is made this Zjday of October, 2000, by

WITNESSETH:

A. Grantor owns, among other property, that certain real estate located in the County of
Santa Fe, State of New Mexico more particularly described as follows:

Sections 20, 21, 28 and the NE/4, SE/4, E/2 W/2, W/2 NW/4, SW/4 SW/4 of 29, all within
T14N, ROE, N.M.P.M., Santa Fe County, New Mexico,

and through which runs Santa Fe County Road 42.

B. Grantee anticipates owing that certain real estate in fee or by leasehold interest
located in Santa Fe County, State of New Mexico, which is currently owned by Grantor, and which
is more particularly described as follows:

approximately 780 acres, more or less, located in Santa Fe County, New Mexico, and more
particularly described as follows:

NE/4, SE/4, E/2 W/2, W/2 NW/4, SW/4 SW/4 of Section 29;
NE/4 NE/4, S/2 NE/4 of Section 31, and NW/4 NW/4 plus that portion of the NE/4 SE/4 laying
north of the railroad of Section 32 all within T14N, R9E, N.\M.P.M.

That certain grazing lease with the State of New Mexico covering 320 acres, more or less, which
is more particularly described &s follows:

NE/4, E/2 NW/4, SW/4 NW/4, NW/4 SW/4, all of Section 32, T14N, RSE, N.M.P.M.

That certain grazing lease with the Bureau of Land Management covering 115 acres, more or
less, which is more particularly described as follows:
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NW/4 SW/4 of Section 29, NW4 NW/4 of Section 33, and that portion of NW/4 SE/4 and NE/4
SW/4, laying north of the railroad tracks, of Section 32, all within T14N, R9E, NM.P.M.

(hereinafter collectively the "Dominant Estate”).
C. The Dominant Estate is presently unimproved.

D. Grantor desires to grant and Grantee desires to receive a temporary ingress and egress
easement, over and across certain property, constituting a portion of the property owned by the
Grantor identified in Recital A above, for the benefit of the Dominant Estate which is more
particularly described as follows:

From the point of beginning which is the point of intersection of Santa Fe County Road
42 and the existing dirt roadway running west from said County Road 42, the point of
intersection of which is located in Section 21 at an existing gate, which dirt roadway is the
current principal access point in and to the Dominant Estate and which runs in a southwesterly
direction, over, on and across said dirt roadway, as it currently exists, to the Dominant Estate, all
located in Sections 21 and 20, T14N, ROE, N.M.P.M., Santa Fe County, New Mexico:

the "Temporary Roadway".

E. The effectiveness, validity and enforceability of this easement is specifically and
unconditionally conditioned upon Grantee becoming owner of the Dominant Estate, but it shall run

with the land. *

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of their respective covenants and agreements set forth
herein and for other good and valuable consideration, the parties covenant and agree to the
following. \

1. INCORPORATION OF RECITALS. The recitals set forth above are incorporated
herein by reference as if fully set forth herein.

2. GRANT OF EASEMENT. Subject to satisfaction of the condition precedent set forth
in Recital E above, Grantor hereby grants to Grantee a nonexclusive, temporary easement for a
period of one (1) years from the recording hereof, over, across and on the Temporary Roadway for
ingress and egress purposes (the "Temporary Easement"), and for purposes of repair and
maintenance of the Easement. Grantee agrees to keep the gate by which the Temporary Easement is
accessed from County Road 42, locked. Grantor shall provide Grantee a key to said Temporary

Easement.

3. MISCELLANEOUS.

(a) Governing Law. This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of
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New Mexico.

(b)  Waiver of Default. Failure by either party to enforce any provision of this
Agreement shall not be construed as a waiver of such provision or of the right to such party
thereafter to enforce such provision. No term or provision hereof shall be deemed waived and no

breach excused unless such waiver or consent shall be in writing and signed by the party claimed to
have waived or consented.

(c) Modifications. Exceptas expressly set forth elsewhere in this Agreement, this
Agreement may be modified only in writing, signed by both parties hereto.

(d  Integration Clause. This Agreement shall constitute the entire agreement
between the parties hereto with respect to the subject matter hereof and shall supersede all prior
correspondence, conversations and negotiations with respect thereto.

(e Attorney's Fees. The parties agree that reasonable attorneys fees and costs

shall be awarded to the prevailing party in any arbitration or litigation between the parties in
connection with this Agreement.

(D Binding Effect. This Agreement shall be binding upon the heirs, successors,
assigns and representatives of the parties hereto.

(8) Severability. If any provision, in whole or in part, of this Agreement should
be found to be invalid or unenforceable, it shall not affect the validity of any other provisions
within this Agreement which shall continue to bind the parties.

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DEED OF CONSERVATION EASEMENT
TS
This Deed of Conservation Easement (this "Deed") is granted by Commonweal , a New
Mexico non-profit corporation (the "Landowner") to the County of Santa Fe New Mexico, a
political subdivision of the State of New Mexico (the “County”), on this 21¥ day of December,
2004.

RECITALS

The Landowner grants this Deed, and the Landowner and the County enter into the
agreements contained within this Deed, on the basis of the following facts, understandings, and
intentions.

A. Property. The Landowner is the sole owner in fee simple of the Property
commonly known as Tract 10 of the Thomton Ranch (the "Property") as depicted on Exhibit
“A”, which consists of Two Hundred Sixty-Three and 63/100 (263.63) acres of land, located in
Santa Fe County, New Mexico. The portion of the Property that is encumbered by this
Conservation Easement (hereafter, the “Conservation Easement Tract”) is depicted on Exhibit
“A” and the legal description for the Conservation Easement Tract is contained in Exhibit “B”.
The Conservation Easement Tract consists of One Hundred and Sixty-Eight (168) acres of land,
more or less.

B. Survey. The Conservation Easement Tract is shown on Exhibit “A”, which is the
survey prepared by Dawson Surveys, Inc. and dated December 13, 2004 (the "Survey").

C. Water Rights. The Property is eligible for a Section 72-12-1 New Mexico State
Water Permit that would authorize the Landowner, its successor, and Santa Fe County to utilize
up to Three (3) acre feet of water for irrigation, domestic and limited institutional uses (the
"Water Rights").

D. Mineral Rights. The mineral rights associated with the Conservation Easement
Tract have not been separated from the Conservation Easement Tract. Any and all mineral rights
associaled with the Conservation Easement Tract as of the date of this Deed are covered by the
terms of this Deed.

E. Development. The Conservation Easement Tract has not been, and by virtue of
this Deed shaii not be, used for the purpose of fulfilling density requirements to obtain
subdivision or building permits on the Property.

F. Scenic Values. The Conservation Easement Tract includes scenic open space
consisting of gently rolling topography, shortgrass prairie, pinon/juniper trees, mountain vistas,
and views of the region’s unobstructed skyline and landforms. The Conservation Easement
Tract is visible from County Road 42, which is a main thoroughfare that links the historic village
of Galisteo and the nearby community of San Marcos. The Conservation Easement Tract is also
clearly visible from adjoining County open space, known as “Petroglyph Hill,” and cultural
resource lands under stewardship by the Bureau of Land Management.
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G. Biological Values. The Conservation Easement Tract contains significant natural
habitat and represents a high quality example of a semi-arid ecosystem. The Conservation
Easement Tract supports habitat for a wide range of mammals including antelope, deer, bear,
prairie dog, and jackrabbit, among others. Reptile species include rattlesnake and Texas Horned
Lizards, among other species. Birds of significance include Pinon Jays, falcons and hawks of
various species, among others. Plant species include cholla of different species and subspecies,
black gramma and blue gramma grasses, yucca plants, juniper and pinon trees. The riparian
corridors near the Conservation Easement Tract include the Canada de la Cueva and the San
Marcos Arroyo.

H. Agricultural Values. The Conservation Easement Tract has been used primarily
as ranchland. The soil types associated with the Conservation Easement are primarily alluvial
and comprised of unconsolidated clays and sands.

L Historical Values. The Conservation Easement Tract contains cultural resources
'such as scattered evidence of prehistoric stone tool fragments and pottery shards dating to the
early 1400s.

iR Educational Values. The Conservation Easement Tract is capable of providing
educational opportunities to the general public including information regarding, and physical
evidence of, prehistoric tool use, hunting practices, and agricultural practices.

K. Recreational Values. The Conservation Easement Tract is capable of providing
recreational opportunities to the general public including hiking, biking and equestrian trails.

L. Governmental Policies. The Conservation Easement Tract includes open space,
farmland, and range and forest land, the preservation of which is consistent with:

(1)  The Santa Fe County Open Space, Wildlife, Mountains, Trails and
Historic Places Protection Program.

2) The Santa Fe County General Plan, adopted December 17, 1997, the
Santa Fe County Growth Management Plan, adopted October 26, 1999, and the Santa Fe
County Open Land and Trails Plan, adopted May 22, 2000, which acknowledge the
importance of open space to the County and commit substantial public resources to
acquiring and protecting open space.

3) The New Mexico Land Conservation Incentives Act, Sections 75-9-1
through 75-9-6 NMSA 1978, which encourages private landowners to be stewards of
lands that are important habitat areas or contain significant natural, open space, and
historic resources and which provides financial incentives that encourage the protection
of private lands for open space, natural resources, biodiversity conservation, outdoor
recreation, farmland and forest land preservation, historic preservation, and land
conservation purposes.
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(4) The New Mexico Land Use Easement Act, Sections 47-12-1 through
47-12-6 NMSA 1978, which aids the landowner who wishes voluntarily to donate a
conservation easement intended to restrict the use of a specific parcel of land so as to
maintain in perpetuity the character of the land.

(5) The New Mexico Cultural Properties Preservation Easement Act, Sections
47-12A-1 through 47-12A-6 NMSA 1978, which aids the landowner who wishes
voluntarily to donate a conservation easement intended to restrict the use of a specific
parcel of land so as to maintain in perpetuity the significant archeological or historical
character of that land.

(6) The New Mexico Watershed District Act, Sections 73-20-1 through
73-20-49 NMSA 1978, which states the Legislature's desire to further the "conservation
... of water, and thereby preserve and protect New Mexico's land and water resources.”

@) The New Mexico Property Tax Code, specifically Section 7-36-20 NMSA
1978, which provides for tax relief for agricultural properties through a special method of
valuation of land used primarily for agricultural purposes.

M. Public Benefit. Conserving the scenic, biological, historical, educational, and
recreational values described above (collectively, the "Conservation Values") of the
Conservation Easement Tract is consistent with, and important to, the history, culture, and
economy of the area, which is under increasing threat of development and fragmentation, and
will result in a significant public benefit to the people of Santa Fe County, the people of the State
of New Mexico, and the people of this nation.

N. Baseline Documentation Report. The characteristics of the Conservation
Easement Tract and its current use and state of improvement are to be described in a Baseline
Documentation Report prepared by the Landowner with the cooperation of the County. The
Baseline Documentation Report is subject to the County’s approval.

O. Intent. The Landowner intends to make a charitable gift to the County of the
difference between the appraised value of the conservation easement and the acquisition price
paid by the County for the purpose of assuring that, under the County's perpetnal oversight, the
Conservation Values will be maintained forever and uses of the Conservation Easement Tract
that are inconsistent with the Conservation Values will be prevented or corrected.

AGREEMENT

NOW, THEREFQORE, based on the recitals set forth above, and in consideration of the
mutual promises and covenants contained herein, the Landowner hereby grants and conveys to
the County a "land use easement” as defined by Section 47-12-2B NMSA 1978 of the Land Use
Easement Act (the "Easement™) subject to the following conditions and agreements.

1. Retained Rights. The Landowner reserves all rights to the Conservation
Easement Tract not conveyed by this Deed, including all rights accruing by virtue of ownership
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of the Property, the right to engage (and to invite others to engage) in all uses of the
Conservation Easement Tract consistent with and not to the detriment of the Conservation
Values, and the right to sell, lease, or mortgage the Property (provided that any mortgage shall be
subordinate to this Deed).

2. General Prohibition. The Landowner shall not perform, nor knowingly allow
others to perform, any act on or affecting the Conservation Easement Tract that is inconsistent
with or to the detriment of the Conservation Values. All rights reserved by the Landowner under
this Deed shall be exercised, if at all, in a manner consistent with and not to the detriment of the
Conservation Values. The Landowner and the County acknowledge that the current uses of the
Property and the improvements to the Property described in this Deed and in the Baseline
Documentation Report are consistent with the Conservation Values.

3. Construction. The construction of any temporary or permanent buildings,
facilities, equipment, or structures of any kind is prohibited except that the County is permitted
to construct an access maintenance road, a road for access to Petroglyph Hill, public trails,
parking facilities and related facilities such as a visitor’s center within the defined boundaries of
the Conservation Easement Tract in various locations as generally depicted on Exhibit “C”. The
County explicitly acknowledges that any construction of restrooms, a visitor’s center or other
structures must not be visible from West Basin Ridge road or any proposed homesites planned or
developed within the adjoining West Basin Preserve. Similarly, any parking lots, trails or roads
within the Conservation Easement Tract shall be developed with the goal of minimizing their
impact on the viewshed of the West Basin Preserve parcels and County Road 42.

4. Subdivision. The division or subdivision of the Property into two or more
parcels, whether by physical or legal process, is prohibited. Condominium ownership, leasing
portions of the Property less than the entire Property, or any de facto division of the Property is
prohibited. Lot line adjustment or lot consolidation without the prior written consent of the
County is prohibited. The Landowner may transfer joint or undivided interests in the Property,
provided, however, that no cotenant, joint tenant, tenant-in-common, or owner of an undivided
interest shall have the right, either independently or through legal action, to have the Property
physically or legally divided and any such ownership is subject to the rights of the County.

5. Water Rights. Except as specifically provided below, the voluntary separation of
any Water Rights from the Property is prohibited. The Landowner shall take all prudent
measures, including timely payment of assessments, beneficial use of water, and participation in
conservation programs or water banks, to avoid forfeiture or abandonment of the Waier Righis.
Should the Landowner be notified for any reason regarding possible forfeiture or abandonment
of any of any Water Rights, the Landowner shall immediately notify the County in writing and
arrange for the beneficial use of the Water Rights on the Property. If for any reason the
Landowner is unable to beneficially use the Water Rights on the Property, the Landowner shall
(1) transfer the Water Rights to the County or to a third party designated by the County; (ii) with
the express written consent of the County, lease the Water Rights to a third party; or (iii) with the
express written consent of the County, place the Water Rights in a conservation program or
water bank approved by the County. Presently no well exists on the Property. Either party may,
subject to applicable law, drill a well on the Property and the other party agrees to enter into a
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well sharing agreement for the maintenance of the well and equal allocation of the water. The
parties, prior to drilling, shall agree upon the location of the well on the Property taking into
account relevant considerations of accessibility and protection of the Conservation Values. The
party first undertaking to drill the well shall be responsible for the costs associated with drilling
the well. The County is entitled to beneficial use of the Water Rights in an amount up to 1.5 acre
feet per year.

6. Agriculture. All farming, ranching, and agricultural practices shall be conducted
in a sustainable manner, and in keeping with practices that are best suited for the conservation of
soil and water, the maintenance of soil and water quality, and so as to avoid erosion, overgrazing,
soil contamination, and water pollution. The establishment of any feedlot on the Conservation
Easement Tract is prohibited. The Landowner and the County desire to encourage the
continuation of agricultural activities on the Conservation Easement and to provide sufficient
flexibility so that the Landowner can take advantage of appropriate practices and technologies in
the future, all in a manner consistent with and not to the detriment of the Conservation Values.

7. Timber. Timber or wood products may be removed only to prevent encroachment
onto open fields, to control insects or disease, to thin stands appropriately for fire management,
to prevent personal injury and Conservation Easement Tract damage, to provide firewood for use
on the Conservation Easement Tract, and to cut posts for maintaining and constructing fences on
the Conservation Easement Tract and by the County to construct roads, trails, parking lots and
trail facilities.

8. Utilities. Above ground utilities (including electric, sewer, water, telephone,
cable, gas, etc.), except for those as currently located on the Conservation Easement Tract or
specifically anticipated by the Landowner and described in the Baseline Documentation Report,
are prohibited. Prior to placing any utilities underground, the Landowner shall notify the County
in writing, specifying the type and location of such utilities and the steps to be taken to protect
the Conservation Values.

9. Roads. The construction of roads is prohibited for the Landowner on the
Conservation Easement Tract but shall be allowed for the County’s access to its adjoining

property.

10.  Impervious Surfaces. Paving, covering, or treating the soil with an impervious
surface including concrete, asphalt, or any other material, on the Conservation Easement Tract is
prohibited except for roads specifically permitted by this Deed or as foundations for construction
specifically permitted by this Deed. Any use of the Conservation Easement Tract that causes its
surfaces to become relatively impervious or causes significant erosion (either through
compaction, denuding the land, or otherwise) is prohibited.

11. Mining. Soil, sand, gravel, and rock may be extracted from the Conservation
Easement Tract provided that such extraction is solely for use on the Conservation Easement,
that not more than one acre of the Conservation Easement Tract is disturbed by such extraction,
and that such extraction is done in a manner consistent with and not to the detriment of the
Conservation Values. Any other mining or extraction, or consent by the Landowner to any
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mining or extraction, of soil, sand, gravel, rock, hydrocarbons, or any mineral substance, using a
surface mining method or any other extractive technique that is inconsistent with or to the
detriment of the Conservation Values, is prohibited.

12.  Refuse. The dumping, accumulation, or storage of any kind of refuse on-the
Conservation Easement Tract is prohibited. Should refuse be found on the Conservation
Easement Tract, it is the County’s responsibility to remove it unless it was placed on the
Conservation Easement Tract by the Landowner in which case Landowner shall remove it.

13.  Commercial Activity. Commercial or industrial activity on the Conservation
Easement Tract is prohibited except for: (i) commercial activity related to agricultural products
grown on the Conservation Easement Tract and agricultural services performed on the
Conservation Easement Tract; (ii) low impact recreational activities consistent with and not to
the detriment of the Conservation Values; provided, however, that such recreational activities do
not constitute more than a de minimis use of the Conservation Easement Tract,

14, Signs. Signs are permitted for purposes of identifying the Conservation Easement
Tract as private property, posting the Conservation Easement Tract against trespassing or
hunting, identifying the Conservation Easement Tract as protected by the County, or any posting
or notice required by law so long as such signs do not conflict with the recreational uses of the
Conservation Easement Tract. All other signs placed by Landowner are prohibited. Signs shall
not exceed one (1) by two (2) feet in size, be made with reflective surfaces, or be artificially
illuminated. The County may place appropriate signs on the Conservation Easement Tract
identifying trails and recreational access.

15.  Miscellaneous Uses. The Conservation Easement Tract shall not be used in any
manner that is inconsistent with or to the detriment of the Conservation Values, Without limiting
the generality of the foregoing or the other terms of this Deed, the construction or placement of
any antennae, satellite dish, cell phone tower, or similar equipment is prohibited; the construction
of runways, landing strips, or landing pads is prohibited; the operation of motorized vehicles off
of roads existing as of the date of the Deed or approved by the County is prohibited (other than
for occasional maintenance or emergency purposes).

16.  Public Access. This Deed is intended to provide for public access to the
Conservation Easement Tract by the County for recreational purposes and to access adjacent
County property. The Landowner retains the right to allow public access to the Conservation
Easement Tract in the future provided that such public access complies with the terms of this
Deed and is consistent with and not to the detriment of the Conservation Values. The County
shall take reasonable precautions to prevent trespassing on the Property.

17.  Perpetual Duration. The Easement shall run with the land in perpetuity. Every
provision of this Deed that applies to the Landowner or County shall also apply to their
respective heirs, executors, administrators, assigns, and all other successors in interest to this
Deed or the Conservation Easement Tract or any interest therein. A party's rights and
obligations under this Deed terminate upon transfer of the party's interest in this Deed or the
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Conservation Easement Tract except that liability for acts or omissions prior to transfer shall
survive transfer. '

18.  Responsibilities of Landowner. Other than as specified herein, this Deed is not
intended to impose any legal or other responsibility on the County, or in any way to affect any
obligation of the Landowner as owner of the Property, including:

(a) Taxes. The Landowner is solely responsible for payment of all taxes and
assessments levied against the Conservation Easement Tract. If the County is ever
required to pay any taxes or assessments on its interest in the Conservation Easement
Tract, the Landowner will reimburse the County for the same, and until such
reimbursement occurs, such payment shall constitute a lien on the Conservation
Easement Tract. The County shall comply, however, with any and all request(s) of the
Landowner evidencing to the County Tax Assessor that the Conservation Easement Tract
is a preservation/open space use equivalent to agricultural use for property tax assessment

purposes.

(b) Upkeep and Maintenance. The Landowner shall be responsible for the
upkeep and maintenance of the Conservation Easement Tract to the extent that the
Landowner causes any condition on the Conservation Easement Tract that would require
such upkeep or maintenance. The County will maintain its trails, roads, visitors center,
and recreational and parking facilities.

19. Landowner Warranties.

(a) Title Warranty. The Landowner represents and warrants that the
Landowner has good and sufficient title to the Conservation Easement Tract, and that
there are no liens on, leases to, or other interests in the Conservation Easement Tract that
have not been disclosed to the County in writing. The Landowner shall defend the
Conservation Easement Tract and the Easement against all claims from persons claiming
by, through, or under the Landowner.

(b) Environmental Warranry. The Landowner represents and warrants that
the Landowner has no knowledge of a release or threatened release of hazardous
substances on the Conservation Easement Tract. The Landowner shall indemnify,
defend, and hold harmless the County, its elected officials, employees, and agents, from
and against any and ali loss, cost, liability, or expense, inciuding reasonabie attormeys'
fees, for injury (bodily or otherwise) or damage to any person or organization arising
from or connected with any release of hazardous substances or violation of federal, state,
or local laws. Nothing in this Deed shall be construed as giving rise to any right or
ability in the County, nor shall the County have any right or ability, to exercise physical
or managerial control over the day-to-day operations of the Conservation Easement Tract,
or otherwise to become an operator with respect to the Conservation Easement Tract
within the meaning of the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and
Liability Act of 1980, 42 U.S.C. 9601, as amended.
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(c) Recitals Warranty. The Landowner represents and warrants that the
information contained in the recitals of this Agreement is true and correct to the best of
the Landowner's knowledge.

20. Inspection.

(a) Annual. With reasonable advance notice to the Landowner,
representatives of the County may enter the Conservation Easement Tract at reasonable
times for the purpose of inspecting the Conservation Easement Tract to determine if there
is compliance with the terms of this Deed. Inspections will generally occur once a year
but may occur whenever the County deems appropriate. The Landowner is welcome and
encouraged to accompany County representatives during such inspections.

(b)  Emergency. If the County believes or has reason to believe that there is an
ongoing, imminent, or threatened violation of the terms of this Deed, the County may
enter the Conservation Easement Tract for the purpose of inspecting the Conservation
Easement Tract to determine if there is compliance with the terms of this Deed. The
County will use good faith efforts to contact the Landowner, but the County may enter
the Conservation Easement Tract without the Landowner's presence.

(c) Notwithstanding the foregoing, the County has the right to use and allow
members of the public to use all recreational facilities, trails and roads on the
Conservation Easement Tract and the Property.

21.  Enforcement. The County has all the rights, remedies, and powers to enforce the
terms of this Deed against the Landowner that are provided by law. Except when an ongoing or
imminent violation could irreversibly diminish or impair the Conservation Values, the County
shall give the Landowner written notice of a violation and thirty (30) days to correct it before
filing any legal action. If a court with jurisdiction determines that a violation may exist or has
occurred, the County may obtain an injunction to stop the violation, temporarily or permanently,
and to restore the Conservation Easement Tract to its condition prior to the violation. (However,
nothing in this Deed shall require the Landowner to take any action to restore the condition of
the Conservation Easement Tract after any Act of God or other event over which the Landowner
had no control.) In any case where a court finds that a violation has occurred, the Landowner
shall reimburse the County for all its expenses incurred in stopping and correcting the violation,
including reasonable attorneys' fees and court costs. If the court finds no violation, the
Landowner and County shall each bear their own expenses and attorneys' fees.

22.  Transfer of Easement. The Easement, and the rights and responsibilities
contained in this Deed, may be transferred by the County to another organization only pursuarnt
to the following conditions:

If the County ever wishes voluntarily to transfer the Easement, the County will
notify the Landowner in writing and give the Landowner sixty (60) days from receipt of
notification in which to deliver any preferences the Landowner may have regarding a
successor organization. The Easement shall be transferred only to another organization
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having similar purposes, that is qualified under Section 170(h)(3) of the Intemal Revenue
Code and applicable state law, and that agrees to monitor the Easement and enforce the
terms of this Deed.

23. Termination.

(a) Condemnation. If all or a part of the Conservation Easement Tract is
taken for public use (or sold to a public authority under threat of condemnation), and the
Easement is terminated in whole or in part, then the County shall be entitled to a
percentage of the condemnation award or sale proceeds equal to the ratio, as of the date
of this Deed, of the appraised value of the Easement to the unrestricted fair market value
of the Conservation Easement Tract.

(b) Changed Conditions. The Landowner and the County recognize that
conditions on or surrounding the Conservation Easement Tract could change so much in
the future that it becomes impossible to protect and preserve the Conservation Values.
The Landowner and the County have the right to jointly request that a court with
jurisdiction terminate the Easement created by this Deed and order the division of and
sale of the Conservation Easement Tract. Upon such termination of the Easement and
sale of the Conservation Easement Tract, the County shall be entitled to a percentage of
the sale proceeds equal to the ratio, as of the date of this Deed, of the appraised value of
the Easement to the unrestricted fair market value of the Conservation Easement Tract.

(c) Criteria. The fact that a use of the Conservation Easement Tract may
become greatly more economically valuable than uses permitted under this Deed shall not
be considered a changed condition. The inability to use the Conservation Easement Tract
for permitted uses, or the unprofitability of doing so, shall not warrant termination of the
Easement. The fact that Conservation Value(s) may be compromised by changed
conditions shall not warrant termination of the Easement if other Conservation Value(s)
remain.

(d) Other Termination Provisions. The Easement conveyed by this Deed
constitutes a Property right, immediately vested in the County, which the parties stipulate
to have a fair market value determined as set forth above. Nothing in this section
("Termination") shall require the Landowner or the County to agree to, or negotiate
regarding, any proposed Termination.

24.  Approvals. Before doing anything that requires the County's consent or approval
pursuant to this Deed, the Landowner shall seek such approval from the County in writing. Any
consent or approval by the County permitted or required by this Deed for uses or acts that are
conditional or not expressly reserved by the Landowner may be granted only if the County has
determined in its reasonable discretion, that the proposed use or act conforms to the intent of this
Deed, meets any applicable conditions stated herein, and is consistent with and not to the
detriment of the Conservation Values. The County shall grant or withhold its consent or
approval in writing within thirty (30) days of receipt of the Landowner's written request
therefore.
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25.  Liability. Neither party shall be responsible for liability to a third party as a result
of the other party’s acts or omissions in connection with this Deed. Any liability incurred in
connection with this Deed or the existence of trails, roads and related structures is subject to the
immunities and limitations of the New Mexico Tort Claims Act, NMSA 1978, §§41-4-1, et seq.,
as amended. The County and its “public employees” as defined in the New Mexico Tort Claims
Act do not waive sovereign immunity, do not waive any defense, and do not waive any limitation
of liability pursuant to law. Further, any liability incurred in connection with this Deed is subject
to the protections provided to the Landowner by NMSA 1978 §17-4-7, as amended. This
paragraph is intended only to define the liabilities between the parties hereto and is not intended
to modify, in any way, the party’s liabilities as governed by the law or statutes of the State of
New Mexico.

26. Notices.

(a) Generally. Any notices permitted or required by this Deed shall be in
writing and shall be personally delivered or sent by first class mail, postage prepaid and
any such notice shall be deemed given when personally served or on the third business
day after being so mailed.

(©) Change of Address Addresses. Either party may designate by written
notice, a change in address for notice.
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27. Compliance Certificates. Within thirty (30) days following receipt of written
request from the Landowner, the County shall execute a compliance certificate and deliver it to
the Landowner to certify to the best of the County's knowledge the Landowner's compliance (or
noncompliance) with any obligation of the Landowner contained in this Deed.

28. Subsequent Mortgages. No provision of this Deed should be construed as
impairing the ability of the Landowner to use the Property as collateral for subsequent
borrowing, provided that amy mortgage or lien arising from such a borrowing shall be
subordinate to this Deed.

29. Waiver. No term of this Deed shall be deemed waived unless such waiver is in
writing signed by the party making the waiver. No forbearance, delay, or failure to exercise any
right, power, or remedy shall impair such right, power, or remedy, shall be construed as a waiver
of such right, power, or remedy, or shall prevent the exercising of such right, power, or remedy
in the future. The Landowner hereby waives the defenses of estoppel, laches, prescription, and
adverse possession.

30. Incorporation. The recitals set forth at the beginning of this Deed, and any
exhibits referenced herein and attached hereto, are incorporated herein by this reference.

31.  Interpretation. This Deed shall be govemed by the laws of the State of
New Mexico (without giving effect to the State of New Mexico's choice of law provisions). This
Deed shall not be interpreted for or against any party on the basis of authorship, but rather shall
be interpreted so as to give maximum protection to the Conservation Values. The captions and
section headings of this Deed are not necessarily descriptive (or intended or represented to be
descriptive) of all the terms thereunder, and such captions and section headings shall not be
deemed to limit, define, or enlarge the terms of this Deed. The use of the words "include" and
"including” shall be construed as if the phrases "without limitation" or "but not [be] limited to"
were annexed thereafter.

32.  Severability. If any provision of this Deed or the application thereof to any
person or circumstance is found to be illegal, invalid, or unenforceable, the remainder of the
provisions of this Deed shall not be affected thereby.

33.  Integration. This Deed sets forth the entire agreement of the parties with respect
to the Easement and supersedes all prior discussions, negotiations, understandings, or agreements
relating to this Deed or the Easement.

Hello: Thank you for the significant amount of work it has taken to get the Thornton Ranch
Open Space planning process this far. This plan will lay a great foundation for mixing
recreation with preservation of historic, cultural and natural resources, including providing
some access to and interpretation of those resources.

I appreciate the wide variety of trails that are envisioned in the plan. Both the "regional trail"
and the "multi-use trail" alignments will help create long-range links that are envisioned by
various local partners, including Santa Fe County as well as various trail user groups, working
together under the Grand Unified Trail System initiative. The trail on the Kennedy Line will also
help celebrate our area's history through trails, another major objective of the Grand Unified
Trail System initiative.

I would like to take this opportunity to comment further on the trail component of the plan:
Guidelines

The references to USFS and IMBA standards on p. 48 and elsewhere should be more specific
citations of supporting documents rather than just the names of the organizations.

For a truly accessible multi-use trail, the reference should be to AASHTO guidelines for multi-
use trails, which are found within AASHTO's bicycle guidelines (and referenced as such in
AASHTO's pedestrian guidelines).

Regional Trail vs. Multi-Use Trail

T urge the County to re-consider requiring that "regional" (long-range) trails be equated with
wide, expensive, and ultimately "engineered" trails. The "regional trail" specification in this
Plan does not need to be so different from the "multi-use trail" specification, which describes
the kind of simple, affordable, and enjoyable trail that local user groups are looking for in rural
open spaces. Perhaps it is enough to say that the "regional trail" should be somewhat easier to
use than the multi-use trail, and could be upgraded in the future if needed or desired.

In short, I don't think that this trail plan needs to, or should attempt to, determine
specifications for County long-range trails that are yet to be determined by the County. The
additional specifications for the regional trail above and beyond the multi-use trail are
unnecessary and could be left out. At the very least, to avoid committing to a proliferation of
over-engineered trails, and to avoid other problems with such trails described below, in the
note on p 50 of this Plan, please change "shall be implemented" to "may be implemented."

By way of explanation: The specifications for the "Regional Trail" - that they shall be 6-10 ft.
wide crusher fines - would appear to commit the County to spending millions of additional
dollars in Thornton Ranch Open Space alone, and many millions of dollars more elsewhere in
the County where "regional connections" are envisioned. What is the additional utility of this
design over the design specifications of the (non-regional) multi-use trail, that justify the extra
construction expense and future maintenance responsibility? What additional users will benefit,
and is this worth the need to raise millions of dollars in bonds, etc., for regional trails over the
coming decades?

This is not a long-range trail specification that is supported in USFS nor IMBA trail development
guidelines, nor is it one that is favored by the people who build, maintain, and use soft-surface
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trails in our area, including our local partners in the Grand Unified Trail System initiative. In
order to drain properly without harmful erosion, this width of trail will likely require engineering
a center "crown" from which drainage will flow to each side, into ditches along the sides, and
through culverts draining across (under) the trail. This cross-section, more akin to a road, is
far more expensive to design, build, and maintain. On the other hand, where wide, dirt trails
are designed to drain via a cross-slope rather than a crown, as apparently specified in this plan,
they inevitably experience significant problems with erosion, as experienced on the County Rail
Trail, Spur Trail, and La Tierra Trails' designated "regional multi-use trail" (which we have
helped maintain as "City Trail Volunteer Coordinator," see http://www,sfct.org/trails/sfct-traii-
events-in-2015/la-tierra-trails-work-days-december-2015). If this kind of trail is to be
maintained by volunteers, as most of our area's soft-surface trails are, it is not likely to remain
as accessible and easy-to-use as originally envisioned and initially built.

The occasional short bridges and paved drainage crossings that are specified to go with this
regional trail cross-section will also add significantly to the cost of such a trail, compared to the
natural-surface drainage crossings (including sand in place) that function very well for hikers,
cyclists, and equestrians using our broader regional trail system. For perfectly functional trails
in a similar environment, see Galisteo Basin Preserve trails.

Finally, the statement about regional trails avoiding road crossings is puzzling since they will
simply need to cross roads in order to make regional connections, while other kinds of trails
may or may not need to cross roads.

Accessible Trail

The width of 6-10 ft. may be a better specification for the "accessible trail," which could even
strive to meet AASHTO standards (10 ft.) for a muiti-use path that serves users of various
levels of ability and mobility. In order to expand the "somewhat accessible" experience which
the current "Regional Trail" specification appears to desire to provide, perhaps this accessible
trail loop could offer a short connection to the planned regional trail on its south end, so that
users who are seeking to mix more accessible and slightly more rugged experiences can make
that connection within a broader trip.

Trails on Old Abandoned Railbeds

The width of 6-10 ft. proposed for the Regional Trail is not appropriate for the section of trail
that is envisioned on top of the long-ago-abandoned "Kennedy Line" railbed, as shown in Figure
IV-5 ("Regional Trail Section"). The width of this trail, and the introduction of crusher fines or
other foreign material, should be minimized in order to minimize alteration of the remaining
historic railbed. A scaled-down trail can be built and maintained quite easily by your trail
volunteer community, who represent many of your future users as well.

Echoing what our partners envision for long-range connections in the Grand Unified Trail
System, and reflecting the plan for the Camino Real Retracement Trail (including where it will
be built on top of a half-mile section of the Chili Line railbed), long-range trails in remote areas
do not need to be wide trails. This "Regional Trail" need not be more than a few feet wide,
otherwise it will either destroy the railbed or force the trail off of the railbed (as occurred for
the ten-ft.-wide, paved "District Trail" in the Rancho Viejo subdivison). Given the rural,
undeveloped nature of the site, lack of any significant "transportation” need (e.g. for
commuters), and the Plan's proposal to provide a more accessible trail experience elsewhere,
the 6-10 ft. width would be an over-specification that would defeat the purpose of the proposed
rail-to-trail.

The Santa Fe Conservation Trust will not build wide trails on top of portions of the Kennedy Line
that are found on conservation easements that we hold between Eldorado and Thornton Ranch



Open Space. But we agree with the idea that these alignments deserve consideration of (and
investment in) bridges, trestles, or culverts where such structures can be used to reasonably
preserve or re-establish the steady grade that the rail bed once offered to trains and now offers
to trail users.

Please see attached photo of a local "rail-to-trail", albeit informal, that has developed purely
through use. This trail re-purposes the abandoned railbed to non-motorized use, and given the
properties of the rail grade, requires no construction, no cross slope, and no maintenance. It
provides a very easy, high-quality, user-friendly trail experience and a very meaningful
interpretive experience of the rail bed - increasing awareness and protection of the historical
resource, and even celebrating it, with little or no adverse effect on it. I hope it can serve as a
model for future rails-to-trails efforts in rural areas around Santa Fe.

Colleen,

Rob Fine asked me to submit comments for the Thornton Ranch Open Space master plan. Looking
through the document, | appreciate the thoughtfulness and intent of the work done by SF County staff
and consultants.

I noticed a few things in terms of our focus at the Rail Bureau:
There is discussion of existing fencing and access control near Railroad ROW, but not a
description of how those issues might be dealt with in the future. We’d like to see some
language addressing possible trespassing remedies, particularly as open space use increases
over time. :
We appreciate that SF County will notify NMRX of major breach points along the south
property line and railroad right of way. A major breach might be considered any opening which
allows access by vehicles, people, or livestock to the RR ROW.
Please let us know where the locations for planned viewing of the Railroad ROW would occur.
Will SF County need access to Railroad ROW for Open Space or other uses? We can set up
licensing as appropriate for use of Railroad ROW along the northern boundary.
We have addressed the trespassing issue at the southern boundary through the arroyo (fence
repaired, boulders placed, and signage placed). Hopefully, those measures will prove effective

" in preventing trespassing there in the future.

Some map graphics may benefit from increased resolution in the final product.

f understand some guidance regarding ROW issues will appear in the Master Plan, while other guidance
may be present in licenses and permits. If SF County prefers to preserve the conciseness of the Master
Plan, it would be helpful to outline policy which is not included in those types of documents into a
separate document which describes fencing, access control, and trespassing remedies.

Below are the input and commeits on behalf of our clients, La Jara Ranch, LLC
(“La Jara”) and a related limited liability company, SPDT, LLC (“SPDT™), which own
several large pieces of property directly to the south of the proposed Thornton Ranch
Open Space and hold State Land Lease No. GM-2740 (the “Land Lease”).

L. All maps in the draft Thornton Ranch Open Space Master Plan (“the
Plan”) show the 6.95 acre northwest corner of La Jara Ranch LLC’s Land Lease as part
of the Open Space. Please correct the maps to indicate that the County has no real
property interest in the 6.95 acres at this time.

2. On page 29, in the Trails Master Plan map, the parking lot and driveway
appear to be on La Jara’s current Land Lease or directly adjacent to it. They cannot be
located on the leased land so long as La Jara has the lease. Additionally, the planned
location for the parking lot and primary trailhead appears to be in close proximity to a
large arroyo that runs under the NMRX tracks, through the Land Lease and directly into
SPTD’s and La Jara’s property. La Jara and SPDT have had numerous issues with people
trespassing on the ranch through that arroyo and want to avoid potential additional
unlawful access by locating the parking lot and trailhead so near the arroyo. La Jara and
SPDT prefer that the County locate a more suitable site for the parking lot and driveway
than adjacent to their land. It is likely that it would be a huge burden to keep pecple from
trespassing.

3. The Site Analysis Map on page 17 shows a potential open space corridor
travelling south from the existing railroad through La Jara Ranch on the old Santa Fe
Central rail bed. La Jara prefers that the County remove the reference to a potential Open
Space Corridor south of the NMRX rail line from all of its maps and the text of the Plan.
Barring that, La Jara requests that the County make it clear in the Plan that the County
has no real property interest in the corridor and hence, without acquiring such an interest,
such a corridor cannot become a reality.

4. Under Proposed Trails on page 14, the Plan says that Santa Fe County
long range plans include a north/south regional trail along the abandoned NM Central
railway. This is the rail bed that travels from Santa Fe to Torrance County, right through
the middle of La Jara Ranch. La Jara prefers that the County remove the reference to
potential Open Space Corridor south of the NMRX rail line from all of its maps and the
text of the Plan. Barring that, La Jara requests that the County make it clear in the Plan
that the County has no real property interest in the corridor and hence, without acquiring
such an interest, such a corridor cannot become a reality.

5. We believe that the New Mexico Central rail bed has reverted to the
adjacent landowners (e.g., La Jara’s predecessor-in-interest). Therefore, the County may
not simply create an open space corridor through that area. La Jara prefers that the
County remove the reference to potential Open Space Corridor south of the NMRX rail
line from all of its maps and the text of the Plan. Barring that, La Jara requesis that the
County make it clear in the Plan that the County has no real property interest in the
corridor and hence, without acquiring such an interest, such a corridor cannot become a
reality.

6. The County states at page 6 that the Thornton Ranch Open Space
(“TROS”) is bounded on the south by the NMRX railway and page 16 states “the NMRX

. railway forms a distinct southern boundary to the Thornton Ranch Open Space
planning area.” For those reasons, there are no potential corridors that expand south of
those tracks.

7. The Plan refers to the east-west railroad tracks on the south boundary of
the TROS as the NMRX Railway. Our understanding from reviewing the New Mexico
Department of Transportation’s State Rail Plan is that the NMRX is the Rail Runner
Express commuter train that runs between Belen, Albuquerque and Santa Fe. Should the
tracks that carry the BNSF and Amtrak trains east to west be more properly identified as
NMDOT rail line or a similar designation rather than NMRX?

8. On page 16, under Land Ownership, the County suggests that a lease for .

seven acres of State Land Lease “is being negotiated to provide a contiguous planning
area bounded on the south by the rail line”, and page 65, Recommendations, the County
states that it is exploring “a land trade/purchase with the State Land Office for State Trust
lands within the project area”. We believe the land to which the County refers is part of

State Land Lease GM 2740. La Jara has given no indication that it will negotiate
regarding that land.

Thank you for your letter of November 30, 2016, to Claudia Meyer Horn regarding the Santa Fe
County (“County”) Draft Thomton Ranch Open Space Master Plan (“Plan”). We understand that
your clients, La Jara Ranch, LLC (“La Jara”) and SPDT, LLC (“SPDT”), own several large
tracts of land south of the NMRX rail right-of-way on the southern edge of the Thornton Ranch
Open Space (“Open Space”) planning area. We further understand that La Jara is the lessee
under State Land Office (“SLO™) Lease No. GM-2740 (“Land Lease”). The responses below
correspond in number to your numbered comments.

1. Although currently subject to the Land Lease, we believe that the 6.95-acre tract
of state land located in the northwest comner of Section 33 T14N R9E (“State Land”) is properly
included within the planning area. The State Land is clearly identified as such on the Plan maps.
In order to implement the Plan on the State Land, the County would need to enter into a lease or
other agreement with SLO, consistent with La Jara’s rights under the Land Lease and the
applicable statutes. Because the County intends to seek such an agreement with SLO, the County
declines to make the proposed change.

2. The Trails Master Plan map on page 29 of the Plan shows a symbol for a trajlhead
and parking area north of the State Land. None of the proposed improvements will be on the
State Land. We do not agree that implementation of the Plan as written will increase the risk of
trespass. A well-maintained continuous fence along the railroad right-of-way should limit
trespass, and a 15 ft. high elevated rail berm separates the proposed improvements from the rail
line and obscures all views to the south. Furthermore, the stormwater drainage culverts are
obscured by vegetation and too small to serve as convenient access points for trespassers.
Accordingly, the County declines to make the proposed change.

3. The potential open space corridor shown on page 17 of the Site Analysis Map is

part of the system of proposed County trails identified on the Official Map of the County, which
the Board of County Commissioners adopted as part of the Santa Fe County Sustainable Land
Development Code, Ordinance No. 2015-11. Therefore, because the potential corridor is
consistent with the Official Map, the County declines to remove it from the Plan. The County
acknowledges that it currently possesses no property interest in the potential corridor, and
therefore, it would have to acquire rights-of-way from landowners to construct the corridor. In
addition, in accordance with your alternative suggestion, the County will add language to the
Plan clarifying that the County must acquire appropriate rights-of-way before any trail can be
developed.

4. The abandoned New Mexico Central railroad grade is identified as a proposed
County trail route on the Official Map, and therefore, the County does not agree to remove it
from the Plan. The County acknowledges that it currently possesses no property interest in the
proposed trail route, and therefore, it would have to acquire ri ghts-of-way from landowners
before constructing the trail. In addition, in accordance with your alternative suggestion, the
County will add language to the Plan clarifying that the County must acquire appropriate rights-
of-way before the trail can be developed.

5. The County agrees that it cannot “simply create an open space corridor” within
the historic New Mexico Central rail bed. It would first nced to obtain appropriate rights-of-way
or other property interests. However, because the proposed trail is consistent with the Official
*ap, the County does not agree to remove it from the Plan. Consistent with your alternative
suggestion, the County will add language to the Plan clarifying that the County must acguire
appropriate rights-of-way before the trail can be developed.

6. The references on pages 6 and 16 of the Plan to the boundaries of the planning
area pertain only to the planning and management of the Thornton Ranch Open Space. In
contrast, the proposed County trail route depicted on the Official Map extends south of the
NMRX Railway.

7. NMRX is the official rail line designation for the tracks owned by NMDOT that
are depicted on the Plan maps. Accordingly, no change in the designation is required.

8. The text on page 16 in reference to the Land Lease will be amended, as follows:
“The lease of an additional approximate 7-acre tract of state land straddling along the rail line
is being negotiated considered to provide a contiguous planning management area bounded on
the south by the rail line.” The text on page 65 outlining plan recommendations referring to the
State Land is correct, and therefore, the County does not agree to the proposed change. Of
course, any futurc lease between the County and SLO must be consistent with La Jara’s rights
under the Land Lease and the statutes and regulations applicable to state land.

In conclusion, the County agrees that the Plan cannot create or diminish rights in private
property. The County uses it only as a planning tool.

COLTPAC has reviewed the draft Thornton Ranch Open Space (TROS) M;ister Plan and
would like to share the following thoughts, comments and suggestions with the TROS
Planning team.

In May of 2015, COLTPAC made a presentation to the Board of County Commissioners and
outlined the goals for implementing the TROS Master Plan. These goals included:
1) Protecting the cultural resources present ’

2) Providing public access for recreation.

COLTPAC feels that careful execution of these two goals and completion of tangible milestones
in a reasonable timeframe is a critical step in building public confidence in the Santa Fe County

Open Space program. Positive progress on TROS will signal a shift in strategy in two important
areas: ‘ ‘ v

1. Thoughtful, active management and maintenance of the county’s open space

properties
2. Attention in developing new outdoor recreation.

COLTPAC recognizes the excellent work by county staff and the Planning Team in creating this
draft TROS Master Plan Draft Document. COLTPAC has reviewed and discussed the TROS
Master Plan Draft along with other topics related to the property. There are several particular
topics of which we have additional and specific input.



Cultural Resource Protection

The efforts related to development of a Resource Protection and Site
Management Plan, in coordination with BLM and as a requirement of the
Galisteo Basin Archeological Site Preservation Act (GBASPA), are particularly
important and should be accelerated. This work should consider input and
participation by affiliated tribal governments.

Considering the sensitivity of the cultural resources present on the property,
COLTPAC recommends that the property’s management plan aedopt'an
aggressive site security/monitoring policy, acknowledging the additional cost
required. We feel that there are opportunities to educate the pubhc on the history
of the Galisteo Basin through signage and interpretive exhlblts however there
should be no intention to point out specific native cultural resources that may
exist on TROS or at other locations within the region.

The TROS Master Plan adequately addresses the importance of resource
protection and sets a framework for participation by tribal governments and other
interested parties in providing input on aspects of management design and
construction of trail corridors and publlcly acce551blc areas in a way to avoid all
impact on cultural resources.

Adequate Recreational Use

The current master plan proposes a 16-m11e trail system on the property. We feel
that any reductlon in the scope of the trail system will diminish the recreational
value of the property and will not be favorably regarded by the public.

The potentla] connector trail north along the old NM Central rail bed and
proposed connectlon to the Galisteo Basin Preserve are important regional

‘connections that w111 enhance recreation opportunities and should be maintained

in the plan. The plan should encourage the development of the regional trail
network and ,empha51ze the need to create these connector trails in order to
enhance the trails planned for the TROS.

Use Restrictions

In general, recreational use of the property is an important component of TROS
and trails should address the needs and wishes of hiker, bikers and equestrians
equally. COLTPAC recommends that all trails within TROS shall be multi-
purpose, unless, during the process of trail design, it is determined that one or
more types of use would adversely impact the resource.

* COLTPAC recommends that dogs are allowed on the property so long as they
are on leash.

Prohibiting dogs is problematic in that it diminishes the recreational
value of TROS for our many local dog owners. Prohibiting dogs on
TROS will also create “no dogs allowed™ gaps in the planned regional
trail corridors.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Petroglyph Hill (LA 148959) is an important archaeological site located in the center of the
Galisteo Basin near the town of Galisteo, NM. It is one of 25 sites listed for protection in the
Galisteo Basin Archaeological Sites Protection Act (Act). The Petroglyph Hill site boundary
includes approximately 137 acres. The majority of the site, 129 acres, is on land owned by Santa
Fe County as part of the Thornton Ranch Open Space. The remaining 8 acres is on Bureau of
Land Management (BLM) lands in the Burnt Corn Special Recreation Management Area
(SRMA) and Galisteo Basin Area of Critical Environmental Concern (ACEC). In May 2011 the
BLM entered into a cooperative agreement with Santa Fe County to provide for the protection,
preservation, maintenance, and administration of the Act sites that are wholly or in part on lands
owned by Santa Fe County including Petroglyph Hill. In 2012, the BLM Taos Field Office
completed a general management plan as directed by the Act for the identification, research,
protection, and public interpretation of the archaeological sites listed in the Act that are on
Federal Land and for sites on non-Federal lands (state, county, or private) which the BLM has
entered into cooperative agreements with the owners for the protection of the sites. The General
Management Plan calls for the development of site-specific management plans for each of the
sites listed in the Act to identify and prioritize the resource management issues at the individual
site and outline a specific management strategy. The Petroglyph Hill Management Plan is a site-
specific management plan for Petroglyph Hill under the framework of the General Management
Plan. The plan incorporates the concepts and guidance in the General Management Plan, but is
tailored to the specific needs of the Peiroglyph Hill site.

The Petroglyph Hill Management Plan established the following goals for management of the
site:

1. Respect the Native American Tribes with ancestral ties to the Galisteo Basin and the
Galisteo Basin Archaeological Sites Protection Act sites including Petroglyph Hill, their
long term presence in the region, and their ongoing relationship with their ancestral lands.

2. Empower the Native American Tribes with ancestral ties to the Galisteo Basin to
maintain their cultural identity, religious beliefs, customs and traditions.

3. Protect the intrinsic qualities of the Galisteo Basin that define its character.

4. Provide visitors with an experience of the Galisteo Basin that promotes greater
understanding and appreciation of the intrinsic qualities of the landscape and inspires
visitors to take personal responsibility for the care and preservation of these resources.

Each goal is followed by objectives and strategies for implementation of the plan. The strategies
are incorporated into a work plan that identifies the agency that is responsible and the schedule
and budget for implementation.

Santa Fe County developed the Petroglyph Hill Management Plan in consultation with the BLM
Taos Field Office. The plan is intended to be a joint management plan by both agencies for the
site. If and when the BLM decides to adopt the plan, Santa Fe County will work with agency
staff to update the plan as necessary. Until then Santa Fe County will manage the site according
to this plan and will continue to collaborate with BLM on the management of the site and
implementation of the Galisteo Basin Archaeological Site Protections Act.
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1. INTRODUCTION

Petroglyph Hill (LA 148959) is an important archaeological site located in the center of the
Galisteo Basin near the town of Galisteo, NM (Figure 1). In 2004, the United States Congress
passed the Galisteo Basin Archeological Site Protection Act (Act) to protect the nationally
significant archaeological resources in the Galisteo Basin. The Act designated 24 archaeological
sites in the Galisteo Basin for protection, including Petroglyph Hill. Petroglyph Hill is a small
volcanic hill overlooking Galisteo Creek. The site includes approximately 1,865 petroglyphs
scattered across two prominent volcanic summits of naturally fractured grey rhyolite. Petroglyph
Hill is considered an active sacred site by Native American Tribes that continue traditional use of
the area (Figure 2). '

The Petroglyph Hill site boundary includes approximately 137 acres. The majority of the site,
129 acres, is on land owned by Santa Fe County as part of the Thornton Ranch Open Space. The
remaining 8 acres is on BLM managed lands in the Burnt Corn Special Recreation Management
Area (SRMA) and Galisteo Basin Area of Critical Environmental Concern (ACEC).

In 2010 Santa Fe County entered into a cooperative agreement (MOA 2011-0193, renewed as
MOA 2016-0059) with the Bureau of Land Management, as the agency designated by the
Secretary of the Interior to implement the Galisteo Basin Archeological Site Protection Act
(Act), to protect, preserve, maintain and administer the Petroglyph Hill site in accordance with
the Act.

In 2012 the Bureau of Land Management (BLM) completed a general management plan as
mandated by the Act to provide a framework for management of the archaeological sites listed in
the act and set forth measures for implementation of the Act. The Galisteo Basin Archeological
Site Protection Act General Management Plan (GMP) calls for the development of site-specific
management plans for each of the sites listed in the Act to identify and prioritize the resource
management issues at the individual site and outline a specific management strategy.

The Petroglyph Hill Management Plan is a site-specific management plan for Petroglyph Hill
under the framework of the GMP. The plan incorporates the concepts and guidance in the GMP,
but is tailored to the specific needs of the Petroglyph Hill site. The Petroglyph Hill Management
Plan describes the existing conditions, identifies site-specific management issues, and outlines
specific management strategies, including roles and responsibilities and a schedule and budget
for implementation.

2. PETROGLYPH HILL (LA 148959)

2.1 Land Status

Petroglyph Hill is located within the Thomton Ranch Open Space. The Thornton Ranch Open
Space is a 2,430-acre conservation area managed by Santa Fe County. The property consists of
1,904 acres purchased by the County under the Open Space and Trails Program, 320 acres of
State Trust Land leased by the County from the New Mexico State Land Office (SLO), and
approximately 207 acres of Bureau of Land Management (BLM) (Figure 2). The boundary for
the Nationally-registered Petroglyph Hill (LA 148959) site covers 137 acres, including
approximately 8 acres of BLM land on the western edge of the site.
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2.2 Environmental Setting

Petroglyph Hill includes approximately 1,865 petroglyphs on two prominent volcanic summits
overlooking the western part of the Galisteo Basin in southern Santa Fe County (Figure 1). The
site covers approximately 137 acres at an average elevation of 6,280 feet within the larger
Thomton Ranch Open Space (Figure 2). The petroglyphs are scattered across two naturally-
fractured summits of gray rhyolite joined by a low saddle, concentrated along the steeper slopes
to the south. A sparse pifion and juniper woodland with adjacent grassland characterizes the
vegetation. Expansive 360 degree views from the summit of Petroglyph Hill include the Sangre
de Cristo Mountains, Cerro Pelon, Cerrillos Hills, and the Ortiz Mountains. There is a clear line
of site between Petroglyph Hill and many of the other 23 sites named in the Galisteo Basin
Archeological Site Protection Act. The site’s central location in the basin contributes to its
cultural significance.

2.3  Cultural Setting

Human use of the Galisteo Basin appears to have begun sometime during the Archaic period (ca.
5500 B.C. to A.D. 200): however, the site principally represents Coalition through Classic period
(A.D. 1200 to 1600) ancestral Puebloan ceremonial use of the landscape. The greatest use of the
site appears to have been during the Coalition period (A.D. 1200 to 1325), likely by neighboring
Bumnt Corn Pueblo inhabitants (about 2 miles northwest) and others from the greater Galisteo
Basin (Snead 2001; Snead and Head 2005). A low-density ceramic and lithic artifact scatter and
historic period images, initials, and ranching-related structures and artifacts have also been
documented across the site (Munson 2005a, 2008; Munson and Head 2011).

Based on analysis of subject, style, degree of re-patination, and superpositioning, most of the
petroglyphs at Petroglyph Hill date to the pre-contact period and were made by pecking with a
stone tool. Post-contact examples constitute 40 percent of the images and were made by pecking,
gouging, or scratching with a metal tool (Munson 2008). Almost all of the petroglyph panels (93
percent) are smaller than 3 square feet, and nearly all have five or fewer elements per panel.
Unlike the petroglyphs of El Creston/Comanche Gap in the southwestern Galisteo Basin, which
are very large and visible from a distance, those at Petroglyph Hill are only visible up close,
though the hills on which they are located can generally be seen across the western basin
(Munson and Head 2011).

Only 3 percent of the rock art recorded at Petroglyph Hill, a total of 10 petroglyphs confined to
one panel on the western summit, are classified as Archaic (Munson and Head 2008, 225; Snead
2008). These elements are heavily repatinated to a dark brown, or nearly completely repatinated.
Most are moderately to deeply pecked with thick lines and are primarily geometric, including
circles, zigzags, and curvilinear lines characteristic of the Archaic period (Munson 2008).
Coalition period (A.D. 1200-1325) petroglyphs are well-represented by images of deer, deer
tracks, and hunters, but at times can be difficult to distinguish from the later Classic period Rio
Grande Style (Schaafsma 1992). In general, they constitute an estimated 50 percent of the site’s
petroglyphs, including images of deer, mountain sheep, lizards, birds, fish, stick figures, flute
players, human and animal tracks, and abstract designs (Munson 2008).

Features dating from the post-Contact period include numerous undefined rock alignments and
rock piles with adjacent cleared areas and stacked wall segments, presumably used to pen



livestock; wood and wire fencing; a possible water tank; and two hearths (Munson 2008). From
1886 to the 1950s, repeated visitors produced a variety of images on Petroglyph Hill such as
Spanish and English inscriptions, a windmill, brands, hearts, a house, potted plants, and horses,
among others. Written inscriptions include initials, phrases, and dates from 1886 to 1998, with
repeated visits by named individuals from the late 1920s to the late 1930s when local ranchers
and homesteaders frequently visited the site. From the 1960s on, inscriptions are more
expediently made and tend to cover older rock art (Munson 2008).

Descendants of the ancestral Puebloans who created the site’s petroglyphs, today’s Pueblo
people, maintain oral history about their association with Petroglyph Hill. For centuries, tribes
periodically passed through the area on religious pilgrimages, plant collecting, trading, and on
hunting expeditions. Ohkay Owingeh and the pueblos of Acoma, Santa Ana, Santa Clara, San
Felipe, and Tesuque, have expressed that Petroglyph Hill is an ‘active’ site that is visited by
tribal pilgrimages throughout the year for ceremonial purposes.

Jicarilla Apache representatives state that small bands of Apaches historically travelled through
the area on hunting, trading, and warfare expeditions — particularly against the Comanche.
Jicarilla Apaches therefore also maintain traditional connections with the site and the
surrounding landscape, and traditional knowledge persists regarding the petroglyphs found there
(Kelley and O’Meara 2011, 3-54).

2.4 Previous Research

Petroglyph Hill (LA 148959) was systematically recorded between 2004 and 2006 when
archaeologist James Snead, then of George Mason University, undertook a survey of the site and
approximately 486 ha (1,200 ac) of surrounding land, sponsored by the National Science
Foundation and conducted for Santa Fe County (Snead 2010). Recording of the site was directed
by Marit Munson of Trent University, Peterborough, Ontario. Munson and a small crew of
archaeologists and trained volunteers used standard recording procedures that emphasize dating
and context-related information (Munson 2005a). The site was mapped using a hand-held Global
Positioning System (GPS) unit to pinpoint each locale and isolated panel, with detailed tape and
compass maps of each locale to show panel locations and features (Munson 2005a). Ninety
percent of the images were drawn, and other detailed information pertinent to relative dating
methods was also recorded such as overlap of images (superpositioning), degree of patination,
subject matter, and technique used (Munson 2005a, 2011). Parametrix archaeologists completed
a cultural resources update of the Petroglyph Hill site in 2015, which included documenting
previously unrecorded features and panels, and assessing the condition of a sample of previously
recorded petroglyphs (Appendix F). During the site update, the site boundary was expanded to
include three previously recorded sites located within, or immediately adjacent to, the larger
Petroglyph Hill site, which resulted in a boundary that better conforms to the topography of the
landform. Figure 3 shows the expanded archaeological site boundary in relation to the Act site
boundary. The archaeological site boundary encompasses 61.7 acres within the larger 137 acre
Act site boundary.

3. PLANNING PROCESS

3.1 Regulatory and Planning Framework

The Galisteo Basin Archaeological Sites Protection Act and the plans summarized below provide
context and guidance for the development of a site-specific management plan for Petroglyph
Hill.

3.1.1 Galisteo Basin Archaeological Sites Protection Act

The Galisteo Basin Archaeological Sites Protection Act (the Act) (Appendix A) was passed by
the United States Congress in March 2004 to “provide for the preservation, protection, and
interpretation of the nationally significant archaeological resources in the Galisteo Basin in New
Mexico.” (Public Law 108-208). Petroglyph Hill is one of the sites named in the Act. The Act
designated the Secretary of the Interior (the Secretary) with administration of the Act.

3.1.2 General Management Plan

The Galisteo Basin Archaeological Sites Protection Act (Act) directed the Secretary of the
Interior to prepare a general management plan for the identification, research, protection, and
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public interpretation of the archaeological sites listed in the Act that are on Federal Land and for
sites on non-Federal lands (state, county, or private) which the Secretary has entered into
cooperative agreements with the owners for the protection of the sites. The Secretary designated
the Bureau of Land Management (BLM) Taos Field Office as the lead federal agency in the
preparation of the General Management Plan. The BLM Taos Field Office completed the
General Management Plan in December 2012 (Appendix C). The general management plan
provides the cultural and historical context for the sites designated by the Act, summarizes the
current conditions and challenges to preservation and protection for each site, and provides
general management strategies for protection of the sites. The General Management Plan calls
for the development of site-specific management plans for each of the sites listed in the Act to
provide management strategies tailored to the specific needs of the individual site. The site-
specific management plan for Petroglyph Hill follows the guidance in the General Management
Plan.

3.13 Galisteo Basin Archaeological Sites Protection Act Site Assessment
Project

In 2007 the State of New Mexico passed a Bill providing funding to complete systematic
assessment of each of the archaeological sites listed in the Act. The New Mexico Department of
Cultural Affairs, Office of Archaeological Studies (OAS) was tasked with completing the
assessments. The assessments provide background information about each site from existing
records, archaeological definition of the site boundary, and documentation of the existing
conditions and threats to the site’s integrity. A site assessment was completed for Petroglyph Hill
as part of this project (Appendix D).

3.14  Galisteo Basin Archaeological Sites Protection Act — Ethnographic
Study

In September 2009, the Taos Field Office of the Bureau of Land Management (BLM) contracted
with Parametrix to conduct an ethnographic study of the Galisteo Basin. The purpose of this
study was to gather information on the historical and contemporary relationships between
modern Pueblo peoples and other Native American tribes and the 24 sites included in the Act.
The ethnographic study was a key component of the BLM’s efforts to include Native American
perspectives and input in the general management plan for the Galisteo Basin Archeological
Sites Protection Act sites (Kelley and O’Meara 2011).

3.1.5 Environmental Assessment for the Galisteo Basin Archaeological Sites
Protection Act General Management Plan

The BLM prepared an Environmental Assessment (EA) for the Galisteo Basin Archaeological
Sites Protection Act General Management Plan in compliance with the requirements of the
National Environmental Policy Act of 1969 (NEPA) and its implementing regulations found in
40 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) 1500. The EA analyzed the impacts of the Proposed
Action, implementation of the GMP, and a No Action alternative.

According to the EA, the site specific plans for each of the Act sites will need to undergo site-
specific NEPA compliance prior to implementation.
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3.1.6 Santa Fe County Sustainable Growth Management Plan

The Santa Fe County Sustainable Growth Management Plan (SGMP), adopted in 2010 and
updated in 2015 is a comprehensive general plan for Santa Fe County that provides direction
regarding land use, economic development, resource conservation, public facilities and services,
fiscal planning, renewable energy, and governance. Chapter 5 “Resource Conservation”
addresses the protection and preservation of archaeological resources throughout the County and
specifically those recognized by the Galisteo Archaeological Site Protection Act. * The SGMP
directives from Chapter 5 that relate directly to the management of Petroglyph Hill are listed
below.

Goal 17 Protect and preserve the County’s archaeological, historic, cultural, community
and scenic resources.

Policy 17.1  Promote coordination with local, tribal, State and Federal agencies, including the
Office of Cultural Affairs, New Mexico Historic Preservation Division, and State
Historic Preservation Officer to preserve and manage archaeological, historic and
cultural resources.

Strategy 17.1.2  Support the Galisteo Protection Act through coordination with the
Galisteo Basin Archaeological Site Protection Act (GBASPA)
Coordination Committee and participate in the development of a
Galisteo Archaeological Site Management Plan.

Strategy 17.1.3  Coordinate project review with Tribal governments on archaeological
sites.

Policy 17.5  Support the ability of Native Americans to use the natural resources of the County
for ceremonial or other purposes.

Strategy 17.5.1  Establish procedures for Tribal requests to use County open space for
ceremonial or other purposes.

The SGMP identifies the Thornton Ranch Open Space as a priority open space project for the
County. “This project involves the completion of a management plan for Thornton Ranch Open
Space 1n coordination with the effort underway by the federal Bureau of Land Management to
develop a management plan for the Galisteo Basin Archaeological Sites. It will include
development of interpretive programming and construction of low impact visitor facilities for
managed public access.” (2015, 119)

3.1.7 Santa Fe County Open Land and Trails Plan

The Santa Fe County Open Space and Trails Program was created by a voter referendum in 1998
to acquire and protect land for open space and trails using local tax dollars, in response to
increasing growth and development in the County. The County Open Lands and Trails Planning
and Advisory Committee (COLTPAC, subsequently renamed County Open Lands, Trails and
Parks Advisory Committee) assisted County staff in developing the Open Lands and Trails Plan
for the program. The County adopted the plan on May 22, 2000 as an element of the 1999
Growth Management Plan. The purpose of the plan is to establish long-term strategies for open



land and trails conservation in the County, and to guide the County in a program to evaluate,
acquire, develop and manage parks, open lands and trails” (2000, v).

Santa Fe County purchased the Thornton Ranch Open Space under the guidance of the Open
Lands and Trails Plan. One of the general goals of the plan is to, “Protect regionally significant
natural and cultural resources in need of protection” (2000, 23). The plan states that “Protecting
resources is the most important function of the program, which may mean that human access
may need to be limited or restricted on some lands” (2000, 24).

3.1.8  Santa Fe County Resolution 2008-36

In 2008 Santa Fe County passed Resolution 2008-36 supporting the efforts of the Secretary of
the Interior (Secretary) to implement the Galisteo Basin Archaeological Sites Protection Act and
expressing its desire to enter into a cooperative agreement with the Secretary regarding the three
sites listed in the Act that are located wholly or in part on land owned by the County to ensure
that these sites are protected, maintained, administered and, if appropriate, interpreted.

3.1.9 Cooperative Agreement

The Galisteo Basin Archaeological Sites Protection Act (Act) authorizes the Secretary of the
Interior (the Secretary) to enter into cooperative agreements with the owners of non-Federal
lands that include all or a portion of the archaeological sites listed in the Act. The purpose of the
cooperative agreement is to enable the Secretary to assist with the protection, preservation,
maintenance, administration and, where appropriate, interpretation of the site. In May 2011 the
Bureau of Land Management (BLM) entered into a Memorandum of Agreement (MOA 2011-
0193) with Santa Fe County to provide for the protection, preservation, maintenance, and
administration of the Act sites that are wholly or in part on lands owned by Santa Fe County
(County), La Cieneguilla Petroglyphs, the Lamy Junction Site and Petroglyph Hill. Under the
MOA, the BLM and the County agreed to strive to achieve the highest level of protection,
preservation, maintenance and administration of these sites and to work jointly to prepare site
assessments, a general management plan, and site-specific management plans. The BLM and the
County renewed the MOA in 2015 (MOA 2016-0059) (Appendix B). The term of the MOA is 5
years. The MOA expires on July 31, 2020 at which time the BLM and the County may consider
entering into a new cooperative agreement.

The Act does not give the Secretary of the Interior the authority to administer archaeological
protection sites on non-Federal land except to the extent provided for in a cooperative agreement.
The owners of non-Federal land on which protection sites are located are under no obligation to
comply with the provisions of the Act. The County has voluntarily entered into a cooperative
agreement (MOA 2016-0059) to allow the Secretary to assist County with administration of the
site. Under the MOA, BLM and the County agreed to work to provide the highest level of
protection, preservation, maintenance, and administration of the archaeological resources and
that these efforts will be guided by the Act.
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3.2 Stakeholder Input

Santa Fe County sent letters on November 3, 2014 to all of the 24 Native American Tribal
Governments that the BLM consulted with in the development of the General Management Plan
as well as an additional 5 tribal governments that Parametrix contacted for the GBASPA —
Ethnographic Study, inviting them to consult with the County regarding the development of the
Petroglyph Hill Management Plan and the Thornton Ranch Open Space Master Plan:

The tribal governments that were consulted were selected based on geographic proximity and
potential cultural affiliation with the archeological resources designated for protection by the
Act. Native American consultation contact lists maintained by the State Historic Preservation
Division, BLM and Parametrix were used in an effort to ensure that the appropriate current

individuals were contacted within each tribal government.

The General Management Plan (GMP) outlines protocols for communication for implementation
of the GMP. The GMP identifies the informal Galisteo Basin Archaeological Sites Protection
Act Working Group as a forum for communication between the BLM and other Federal, State
and local government agencies, Native American Tribes and other stakeholders to facilitate
collaboration in implementation of the GMP, inter-governmental coordination, and future

management efforts at the Act sites.
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Santa Fe County and its consultants, Parametrix and TAMARCH Cultural Resource
Management Services presented the planning process for the Petroglyph Hill Management Plan
to the GBASPA Working Group on October 21, 2014 to begin to establish communication with
stakeholders. Santa Fe County has attended the GBASPA Working Group meeting regularly
throughout the planning process to provide updates to the stakeholders. Santa Fe County and its.
consultants presented a conceptual draft of the Petroglyph Hill Management Plan to the
GBASPA Working Group on September 13, 2016.

To develop the management plan for Petroglyph Hill Santa Fe County and its consultants,
TAMARCH Cultural Resource Management Services and Parametrix, identified key
stakeholders, including the 29 tribal governments listed above, based on their knowledge and
experience of Petroglyph Hill and/or similar rock art sites in the region. In addition to the tribal
governments, the key stakeholders included cultural resource professionals, resource managers,
SiteWatch Stewards, and government agency representatives.

Santa Fe County invited key stakeholders to attend a management plan meeting for Petroglyph
Hill to identify site-specific management issues and strategies for protection, preservation and
interpretation of the site. The meeting was held on Saturday December 6, 2014, from 12:30 to
4:00 pm, at the Galisteo Community Center in Galisteo, NM. TAMARCH led a site visit to
Petroglyph Hill in the morning prior to the meeting for those who were interested. The list of key
stakeholders, meeting invitation, agenda, sign-in sheet and transcript is included in Appendix D.
Tamara Stewart of TAMARCH facilitated the meeting.

Following the meeting Tamara Stewart prepared the meeting drafted a management plan for
Petroglyph Hill based on input from the meeting. Santa Fe County sent the draft management
plan to the key stakeholders for comment on February 20, 2015.

Santa Fe County followed up with a series of meetings and site visits with tribal government
representatives to get input in the development of the management plan (Appendix H).

3.3 Relationship to Other Plans

The Petroglyph Hill Management Plan is one of four interrelated plans that will guide the land
use and management of the Thornton Ranch Open Space. The plans are intended to complement
each other and provide a comprehensive strategy for resource protection, public access and
interpretation. The planning process for the development of these plans was conducted
concurrently and stakeholder input was integrated into all of the plans. The plans are summarized
below.

Petroglyph Hill Management Plan — a site-specific management plan for Petroglyph Hill in
accordance with the Galisteo Basin Archaeological Sites Protection Act.

Thomton Ranch Open Space Management Plan — establishes goals and objectives for
management of the property and identifies projects, routine maintenance activities and a
monitoring program necessary to implement the plan.

Thornton Ranch Open Space Master Plan - identifies the program for the open space, physical
improvements, and the process for implementation of the plan.
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Galisteo Basin Interpretive Plan — establishes the interpretive goals and objective, themes, target
audiences and media to guide interpretation at all County Open Space properties within the
greater Galisteo Basin, including the Thornton Ranch Open Space.

3.4 Plan Update Process

Santa Fe County and BLM will review the site conditions and the status of the plan
implementation with key stakeholders annually. The review will be recorded in an annual status
report including any recommendations for changes to the plan. A work plan will be developed
with a schedule and budget for implementation each year. Santa Fe County and BLM will update
the plan every five years. The County and BLM may opt to update the plan in less than 5 years
if they determine it is necessary.

4. EXISTING CONDITIONS

4.1 Resource Condition

The following description of the site condition is copied from the Galisteo Basin Archaeological
Sites Protection Act Site Assessment Project for Petroglyph Hill.

“In general, the rock art of Petroglyph Hill appears to be in stable condition. The most prominent
problems are panels that have moderate or severe breakage (26 percent of all panels) or that have
spalling of the surface (24 percent of all panels). Most of this damage is the result of weathering
along fracture planes and weathering rinds. Another 22 percent of the panels have moderate to
heavy damage from abrasion, some of which is caused by rocks falling or sliding from above. A
few panels have toppled completely from their original position on an outcrop, landing on the
talus slope below (P6120017). Damage from lichens, plants, and animals is rare.

The major threat to Petroglyph Hill is from modern visitation. Although Petroglyph Hill has been
drawing visitors for as long as people have lived in the Galisteo Basin, its use from the 1960s to
the present has raised a new and significant threat to the site. The former Thornton Ranch parcel
is unofficially used for hiking, mountain biking, partying, and other activities. Petroglyph Hill is
a well-known site in the Santa Fe area, but even visitors who are unaware of the rock art often
climb the hills for the view. Upon arriving on the higher west peak, they discover the rock art
and inevitably search the immediate vicinity for more. The spatial distribution of damaged and
endangered panels provides some insight into the threat that contemporary site visitation poses to
Petroglyph Hill (Fig. 22). Many panels on the west hill have been inadvertently impacted by
visitors; for example, bedrock petroglyphs at the top of the west hill show considerable abrasion
and scuffing from foot traffic, while near horizontal panels just below on the southern slope are
used as steps by visitors climbing down to other petroglyphs on the cliffs. Erosion of casual
visitor trails at the base of the cliffs indicates the large numbers of visits that the site receives.
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In addition to these inadvertent impacts, some visitors also actively damage the rock art.
Instances of vandalism range from scratches over existing rock art or the addition of inscribed
names and dates to panels to serious cases of panels that have been defaced, split, or largely
destroyed by individuals wielding chisels or other metal tools (P6210055). Although some
vandalism dates back to the early twentieth century, the majority occurred from the 1960s to the
present. Recent visitors have become increasingly inclined to add expedient, crudely scratched
words or to vandalize the rock art. Even the most elaborate of these recent inscriptions, like those
of Onesimo Montoya (P6300066), are created with expedient techniques that minimize the labor
involved. This suggests that most recent inscriptions are more akin to graffiti, or marks made
without much deliberation or investment. As with inadvertent impacts, most vandalism 1s
concentrated along the informal visitor’s trail that leads to the crest of the west hill and on the
most prominent outcrops directly below.

Most alarmingly, some panels have fallen victim to attempted and successful theft. For example,
in one of the rare cases of vandalism on the east hill, thieves used a pry bar and other metal tools
to try to move a large petroglyph slab; as they propped it up with cobbles, it broke in two
(P6240042). After dragging one heavy portion of the panel about 1 m up the hill, they abandoned
it. Presumably, this panel was targeted because of its proximity to the jeep trail that leads to the
saddle between the two hills.

Unfortunately, damage to the rock art at Petroglyph Hill is ongoing. At the beginning of
fieldwork in early June, recorders noted a fresh hole near the crest of the west hill where a small
boulder had recently been pried up out of the ground and removed (P6210063). Because the rock
1s missing, it is impossible to know what was on that particular boulder; it seems likely, however,
that it included rock-art elements. In addition, the site was vandalized in the midst of fieldwork;
individuals who visited the site on a Sunday, when no researchers were present, scratched a
hunting scene, birds, and a pentagram onto boulders on the crest of the west hill (P6220019).
Although the images are faintly scratched and likely to fade quickly, their presence nevertheless
indicates an interest in marking the rock and serves as encouragement for others to try their hand
at it in the future” (Toll and Badner 2008).

There have not been any new instances of theft or vandalism documented since SiteWatch began
monitoring the site in 2008.

4.2 Site Name

The name Petroglyph Hill is in common use; however it is not an official name. The name is
unfortunate because it draws attention to the cultural resources on the hill. Petroglyph Hill is
listed in a number of published guide books. The descriptive name and its publication in the
Galisteo Basin Archaeological Site Protection Act and in guide books have increased public
awareness of the site.

4.3 Traditional Use

Petroglyph Hill is an active sacred site to the Native American tribes that continue traditional use
of this area as their ancestral lands. These tribes regularly make pilgrimages to the site.

4.4 Access

Santa Fe County has kept the Thornton Ranch Open Space closed to the public since acquiring it
in order to develop a management plan and the staff capacity to protect the cultural and natural
resources. The County plans to open portions of the property to public access once a
management plan has been adopted by the Board of County Commissioners.

Since 2009, Santa Fe County has periodically led guided tours to Petroglyph Hill in response to
public demand. The tours were limited to no more than 6 tours per year, generally offered once
per month during the spring and fall: The tours were limited to 20 participants per tour on a first
come, first served basis. The tours were advertised through the County website. Staff kept a
waiting list of people who contacted the County interested in participating in a tour and filled the
tours from this list. The tours were led by at least two docents, typically SiteWatch volunteers,
and/or County staff. Staff worked with SiteWatch volunteers to flag a route for the tours in order
to minimize resource damage. Santa Fe County required each tour participant to sign a waiver
form, acknowledging the risks associated with taking the tour and releasing the County from
liability for injury since the tour required walking up to a mile on an undeveloped route over
rough and uneven terrain. The docents and staff provided basic information about the site to tour
participants. The information varied depending on the knowledge and expertise of the personnel
leading the tour. County staff also provided participants information on etiquette and safety with
confirmation of their registration as well as in an introductory briefing at the beginning of the
tour (Appendix J).

Even with limited visitation, the tour route was clearly visible after one tour season due to the
foot traffic trampling the vegetation. The County suspended the tours after the 2014 season to
allow the vegetation to recover and while the County is in the process of developing a
management plan for the property.

The GMP states that non-pedestrian uses are generally not compatible with the Act’s primary
objective of site protection and therefore pedestrian travel is the only use or mode of
transportation allowed within all of the protection sites. (BLM 2012a, 49) The BLM Burnt Corn
area of the Galisteo Basin- Cerrillos Hills/Burnt Corn SRMA is closed to motorized vehicles.
Access is limited to foot, horseback, or bicycle to protect cultural resources and to provide for
back-country recreation. The BLM portion of the Act site is not closed to public access;
however BLM does not actively encourage or facilitate public access to the site.
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4.5 Fencing

The Thomton Ranch Open Space is partially fenced along the property boundaries to control
unauthorized access to the site. The eastern property boundary along County Road 42 is fenced
with a 5-strand barbless wire fence and is marked periodically with “No Trespassing” signs. Two
locked ranch gates along CR 42 that are controlled by Santa Fe County provide access to the

property.

The entire southern edge of the property is bounded by an old barbed wire fence along the New
Mexico Rail Runner Express (NMRX) Railway right of way, parallel to the tracks. This fence is
well maintained by the New Mexico Department of Transportation (NMDOT) to restrict public
access to the high-speed railway ROW. There are no gates along the NMRX railway ROW.
However there are two large arroyos spanned by railroad trestles, where there are breaks in the
ROW fence that allow access to the property from the south.

There is an old barbed-wire fence along the shared border with BLM on the west, but some
sections of the fence are dilapidated, allowing access into the property from the west. There is a
locked ranch gate at the border between the County property and BLM land on an old ranch road
that provides access to the BLM lands.

The majority of the boundary between the County property and the private properties to the north
is not fenced. Access to these private properties is from West Basin Ridge Road. West Basin
Ridge Road is a private, gated road off of County Rd. 42 with a key pad lock. Santa Fe County
owns one of the parcels in the West Basin Ridge subdivision and has access along this private
road. West Basin Ridge Road is the most direct access to Petroglyph Hill. There is an old ranch
road off of West Basin Ridge Road that goes around the base of the hill and heads west onto
BLM land. A branch of the ranch road leads up to the saddle on Petroglyph Hill. Santa Fe
County worked with the other West Basin Ridge owners to install and maintain the gate on West
Basin Ridge Road to discourage unauthorized access to Petroglyph Hill.

4.6 Monitoring

In 2008, Santa Fe County entered into a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with the New
Mexico Historic Preservation Division Department of Cultural Affairs to implement a SiteWatch
Program for Santa Fe County (Appendix I). SiteWatch is a state-wide program run by the New
Mexico Historic Preservation Division and funded by the Historic Preservation Fund, that trains
citizen volunteers to assist land-management agencies in the protection of New Mexico's cultural
resources. Volunteers with the Santa Fe-Galisteo Basin/Pecos SiteWatch Chapter routinely
monitor the cultural resources at Petroglyph Hill and report any unauthorized visitation or site
disturbance to the SiteWatch Chapter Coordinator and to Santa Fe County. Currently SiteWatch
Stewards visit the site once per month depending on weather. Fewer visits are made during
winter and early spring out of sensitivity to site erosion and continued degradation of the access
road. Generally there are two to four site stewards on each monitoring visit. SiteWatch set up
photo points to monitor site conditions. The site stewards fill out an online report after each visit
to record their observations regarding the condition of the site, changes in vegetation, indications
of erosion and any evidence of vandalism and/or trespass. The MOU is in effect until February
2018, at which point a new agreement will be required in order to continue the program.
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4.7 Law Enforcement Patrol

Santa Fe County does not currently have law enforcement patrols at the Thornton Ranch Open
Space. The Santa Fe County Sheriff’s Office patrols County Rd 42. The Bureau of Land
Management (BLM) Law Enforcement Officer for the Taos Field Office periodically patrols the
neighboring BLM lands. The Country Sheriff’s Office or BLM Law Enforcement Officer will
respond to illegal activity reported by SiteWatch volunteers or staff.

4.8 Minerals

The mineral rights associated with the Thomton Ranch Open Space are a split estate. Most of
the subsurface minerals are owned by the federal government and managed by the Bureau of
Land Management. The BLM Taos Resource Management Plan (RMP) placed 5 of the 9 sites
listed in the Galisteo Basin Archaeological Sites Protection Act that are wholly or in part on
BLM managed lands, including Petroglyph Hill, in the Galisteo Basin Area of Critical
Environmental Concern (ACEC). The other 4 are in the La Cienega ACEC. The sites within the
Galisteo Basin ACEC are closed to leasable (carbon dioxide, coal, geothermal, and oil and gas),
locatable (mica, diatomite, perlite, gold, silver, copper, lead, zinc, molybdenum, turquoise, silica
sand, and uranium) and salable (sand, gravel, stone, pumice, clay, rock and petrified wood)
minerals exploration and development. The BLM Taos Resource Management Plan (RMP) also
closed the Galisteo Planning Unit to mineral leasing to protect sensitive resources. Locatable
and saleable minerals exploration and development is permitted in the Galisteo Planning Unit
outside of the Galisteo Basin ACEC.

Santa Fe County Ordinance 2001-1 “Rules and Regulations for County Parks, Trails and Open
Space Areas” prohibits the unauthorized removal or collection of all natural materials, including
rocks, from County Parks, Trails and Open Space Areas.

4.9 Livestock Grazing

When Santa Fe County purchased the property from Mr. Gene Thornton, Mr. Thornton
transferred the leasehold interest in the BLM Kennedy Allotment 926 to the County. The
County maintained the grazing lease on the Kennedy Allotment since acquiring the property and
managed it as part of the Thornton Ranch Open Space. The County has managed the property as
a natural and cultural resource conservation area and has not grazed livestock on the property.

In 2012 the BLM Taos Resource Management Plan (RMP) removed the sites within the Galisteo
Basin ACEC from livestock grazing. The RMP also removed all of allotments 926 and 917 (the
adjacent Cuerva Allotment in the Burnt Corn SRMA) from livestock grazing to protect cultural
resources. BLM terminated the County’s grazing lease on the Kennedy Allotment 926 in
accordance with the RMP.

4.10 Firearms

Santa Fe County has identified evidence of people shooting firearms within the County property,
particularly in the southern portion of the property along the railway. Firearms and other
projectile weapons pose a threat to the cultural resources, particularly the petroglyphs. Santa Fe
County Ordinance 2001-1 “Rules and Regulations for County Parks, Trails and Open Space
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Areas” makes it unlawful to carry or discharge firearms or projectile weapons or explosives of
any kind into any County park, trail or open space. The Galisteo Basin Archaeological Sites
Protection Act sites on BLM managed lands within the Galisteo Basin ACEC are closed to target
shooting.

5. MANAGEMENT

The following are general management strategies identified by the Galisteo Basin
Archaeological Sites Protection Act General Management Plan (GMP) with site-specific
strategies for Petroglyph Hill. These management strategies apply only to the County managed
portion of the site (129 acres), unless specifically noted otherwise. BLM will follow federal
regulations on the BLM managed portion of the site (8 acres).

5.1 Protection and Preservation
5.1.1 Cooperative Agreements

See3.1.9

BLM and Santa Fe County will update the MOA to incorporate provisions for implementation of
the site-specific management plan.

5.12  Acquisition

The General Management Plan identified property acquisition as the land protection measure that
provides the greatest flexibility for site management. In this case the property was acquired from
a private landowner by a local government agency, rather than the Federal government, to
protect the cultural resources from development.

Santa Fe County purchased the Thornton Ranch Open Space from a private land owner under its
Open Space and Trails Program. The primary purpose for the acquisition was to preserve the
significant archaeological sites on the property including Petroglyph Hill. The following is an
excerpt from the application submitted to the County for acquisition under the Open Space and
Trails Program.

“Because of its large size and proximity to other public lands a low-impact trail system in
the area seems feasible. There may also be an opportunity for an interpretive trail
discussing the archaeological resources of the Basin as well as the unique geologic
formations in the area. ...

The overriding goal of this project should be the preservation of the significant
archaeological sites on the property. However, because of the limited public access to the
Galisteo Basin an interpretive trail system would be an incredible resource to the
community.”

To date, Santa Fe County has purchased a total of 1,904 acres from private land owners over a
period of several years from 2001 to 2009 to protect the landscape around Petroglyph Hill. The
County purchased the properties with General Obligation Bonds approved by voters and paid for
by County property taxes. The total cost of the property acquisitions is $6,062,500.
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The County and BLM have begun discussions regarding a potential collaborative agreement to
allow the County to continue to manage the Kennedy Allotment 926 and a portion of the Cuerva
Allotment 917 as part of the Thornton Ranch Open Space.

5.1.3  State and National Register Nominations

The State Register of Cultural Properties is the official list of historic properties worthy of
designation in New Mexico. The New Mexico Historic Preservation Division administers the
State Register.

The National Register of Historic Places (NRHP), authorized under the National Historic
Preservation Act in 1966, is the official list of the nation's historic places worthy of preservation.
The National Register is administered by the National Park Service under the Secretary of the
Interior.

Petroglyph Hill and the supporting Multiple Property Documentation Form: Ancestral Puebloan
and Spanish Colonial Landscapes of the Greater Galisteo Basin, North-Central New Mexico
were listed on the State Register of Cultural Properties on August 7, 2015 and on the National
Register of Historic Places on November 16, 2015 (Appendix E).

Listing of a property that is on public land, on the NRHP does not impart any additional
restrictions for the site than what is required for a site that is already considered eligible for
listing on the NRHP. Federal agencies are required by the Section 106 process to consider the
effects of their undertakings on historic properties listed on or eligible for listing on, the NRHP
and consult with the State Historic Preservation Officer.

5.14 Site Documentation

Petroglyph Hill was recorded by Marit Munson in 2004. Ms. Munson also prepared the site
assessment for Petroglyph Hill under contract with the New Mexico Department of Cultural
Affairs, Office of Archaeological Studies (OAS) as part of the Galisteo Basin Archaeological
Sites Protection Act Site Assessment Project. Santa Fe County has a copy of Ms. Munson’s
report and the field records from the site survey. Santa Fe County’s copy of the field records
does not include detailed maps for 29 of the 180 petroglyph locales that the survey recorded.
Santa Fe County will contact Ms. Munson to obtain copies of the missing locale maps if they are
available, or if the maps were not completed during the site survey, the County will contract with
a qualified professional to map these locales. The County will review and update the site field
records and photographs to provide a complete record of the petroglyphs and site features, and
their current conditions. These field records will provide a baseline for monitoring the site
conditions over time.

5.1.5 Site Name

In order to avoid attracting unwanted attention to the site, use of the name Petroglyph Hill will be
discontinued in all subsequent public documents and publications. Santa Fe County will
encourage tribes with cultural ties to the site to identify appropriate Native American place
name(s) for the hill. Santa Fe County will work proactively with publishers to remove the name
Petroglyph Hill or the site altogether as appropriate from future editions of guide books.
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5.1.6 Access Restriction

According to the General Management Plan, public visitation will not be actively encouraged or
facilitated at a majority of the Act sites in order to reduce the potential for potential adverse
impacts to the resources from visitation and to be sensitive to Native American concerns (BLM
2012a, 49). Petroglyph Hill is identified in the GMP as a site to be considered for closing to the
public (BLM 2012a, 51).

Native American Tribes have expressed concern about the potential degradation to the site
resulting from public visitation including the cumulative impact of pedestrian foot traffic, casual
artifact collection, and vandalism. They have also expressed concern that the petroglyph images
are sacred in nature and are not meant for everyone to see.

Closing the site to the public may protect the site from some of the potential impacts associated
with public visitation, but it does not allow the land managers to engage the public in a
conversation about what it means to respect places and cultures, and ultimately change public
attitudes and behaviors to support cultural resource protection everywhere. The County will
consult with affiliated Native American Tribes about the possibility of providing a limited
number of carefully conducted, small group tours of Petroglyph Hill and other cultural sites
within the Thornton Ranch Open Space, in a way that is culturally sensitive and creates an
opportunity to shift public perceptions and expectations of cultural resource protection and
management away from “for public use and enjoyment” to showing respect for people and place.

If, in consultation with affiliated Native American Tribes, the County decides to allow public
access to the site, the County will work with the tribes to develop a visitor management plan.
Petroglyph Hill will remain closed to the public until a visitor management plan has been
approved by the Board of County Commissioners.

The visitor management plan will establish the policies and procedures for managing public
visitation in order to minimize the potential impacts on the cultural resources and avoid
interfering with Native American Traditional Use. Public access to the site will be limited to
guided tours on a defined tour route. The tour route will be carefully selected in consultation
with Native American Tribes and the State Historic Preservation Office to avoid the most
sensitive areas within the site and to minimize visitor impact on the cultural resources. The
County plans to map the tour route digitally and have tour guides navigate the route with a GPS
unit rather than constructing a trail for the tour route in order to minimize the physical and visual
impacts on the site. However, the county may consider constructing a single track (6”-18” wide)
natural surface trail along the tour route, using sustainable trail design principles and in
consultation with Native American Tribes and the State Historic Preservation Office, if
necessary to minimize erosion and to control where visitors walk. Any markers installed along
the tour route to assist the tour guides in way finding will be unobtrusive and easily removed.
Specifically, rock stacks or cairns made from rocks collected from the local area are prohibited.
No other visitor or interpretive amenities will be constructed within the site boundary. All access
to the Petroglyph Hill will be restricted to foot traffic. The site will be closed to motorized
vehicles. Tour participants will be required to meet at the trailhead off of County Rd 42. The
County will shuttle participants to a designated shuttle stop off of West Basin Road. Participants
will be required walk approximately one mile from the shuttle stop to the site.
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The General Management Plan recommends that the site-specific management plans define a
carrying capacity for visitor use to minimize degradation resulting from visitor use. The GMP
cautions that, “Casual collection of surface artifacts, although illegal on public lands and
proactively discouraged at archaeological sites open to public visitation, is a common occurrence
at such places. Over time, the cumulative impacts of foot traffic, casual artifact collection, litter,
and even oils from the skin on visitors” hands can negatively affect site integrity” (BLM 2012a,
51). There is no guidance on how to establish the carrying capacity and what level of impact for
visitation is acceptable. Santa Fe County will develop criteria, parameters and a protocol for
monitoring visitor impact on the site conditions as part of the visitor management plan. The
carrying capacity will initially be set at the level of visitation that Santa Fe County permitted by
guided tour between 2009-2014; 120 visitors per year. The carrying capacity only applies to the
number of public visitors. It does not apply to Native American Tribes, SiteWatch, law
enforcement patrol and other official site visits. Santa Fe County will adjust the carrying
capacity annually based on the results of the site monitoring.

In the Thornton Ranch Open Space Master Plan the area around Petroglyph Hill is treated as a
Preserve in the land classification system for management of Santa Fe County Open Space. The
purpose of a Preserve is to protect the underlying natural or cultural resources of the land. Public
access to Preserves is limited to protect the resources. Public access to the Thornton Ranch Open
Space will be limited to designated trails and guided hikes. Vehicle access will be restricted to
the trailheads with the exception of trail and fence maintenance equipment and emergency
vehicles. The proposed public trails at the Thornton Ranch Open Space are concentrated on the
south of the main drainage and on the south side of the ridge. There are no trails to, or in the
immediate vicinity of Petroglyph Hill. The Master Plan uses distance and terrain to create a
physical and visual barrier between Petroglyph Hill and the trails in the southern portion of the
open space to deter unauthorized access to the site.

Santa Fe County proposes to use a combination of design elements and management practices to
instill in visitors to the open space respect for culture and place. These include designing a
threshold at the trailhead that visitors must cross in order to enter the property to capture their
attention and make them aware of the fact that they are entering a sacred landscape and of the
proper etiquette for being a guest in this landscape; and using management practices such as
having uniformed, fully commissioned law enforcement officers trained as interpretive rangers
on site to interact with and educate visitors.

5.1.7 Fencing

Santa Fe County will maintain the fence along County Rd 42 and the NMRX Railway ROW to
control access to the property. The County will explore options to control access through the
arroyos under the railroad trestles along the southern boundary of the property. The County will
evaluate the west and north property boundary to determine where fencing and signage is
necessary to control unauthorized access. Any new fencing that the County installs will be
constructed with similar materials to the historic ranch fences (barbed-wire and wood posts) so
that it blends in and does not detract from the historic landscape. The fence will be constructed
to wildlife friendly specifications. Where fencing is not necessary to control access along the
western and northern boundaries, the County will install boundary markers to delineate the
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property boundary. The County will install No Trespassing and relevant regulatory signage at
appropriate intervals along the property boundaries, as necessary.

The Petroglyph Hill site boundary will not be fenced because the fence will detract from the
visual quality of the site and may attract unwanted attention to the site.

5.1.8  Erosion Control

In order to minimize erosion, access to the Petroglyph Hill site will be restricted to foot traffic.
Vehicles will be prohibited within the site boundary. Santa Fe County will close the ranch road
to the saddle on the hill and revegetate it to restore the native vegetation and minimize runoff and
soil erosion. Santa Fe County will use the best management practices identified in the General
Management Plan that involve the least amount of ground disturbance possible to reclaim the
road such as; seeding native vegetation, mulch, straw wattles and erosion control blankets. Santa
Fe County will also work proactively to improve the ground cover on the site to reduce erosion
by seeding native vegetation.

5.1.9 Monitoring

Santa Fe County would like to collaborate with interested tribes and/or a tribal SiteWatch
Chapter to monitor the condition of the cultural resources at Petroglyph Hill. Santa Fe County
will continue to work with the Santa Fe-Galisteo Basin/Pecos SiteWatch Chapter to monitor the
cultural resources at the site and will incorporate tribal monitoring into the protocol as the
capacity is developed. Santa Fe County will develop a baseline and monitoring protocol for the
site.

5.1.10 Law Enforcement Patrol

Santa Fe County will collaborate with BLM and interested Tribal law enforcement to provide
regular law enforcement patrols at Petroglyph Hill to prevent cultural resource theft and
vandalism. Santa Fe County proposes to hire fully commissioned law enforcement officers to
patrol the Thornton Ranch Open Space full time, year round, by foot, horseback and/or mountain
bike in order to educate the public and insure compliance with rules and regulations. The
County will pursue interagency agreements with BLM and tribal governments and cross-
deputization of officers to facilitate cooperation and coordinate law enforcement efforts. The
County plans to use wireless cameras to monitor access to Petroglyph Hill and alert law
enforcement officers of unauthorized activity.

5.1.11 Minerals

The General Management Plan “calls for BLM parcels directly adjacent to protection sites to be
subject to internal review by BLM cultural resources staff prior to finalization, allowing the
BLM to impose conditions of approval for minerals leasing and sales that would avoid or
minimize indirect effects to the integrity of protection sites.” (BLM 2012a, 41) Santa Fe County
hired a consultant to prepare a mineral assessment of the locatable minerals for the Thornton
Ranch Open Space. The mineral assessment concluded that “The probability of extraction or
removal of minerals by any surface mining method or drilling method from the subject property
is so remote as to be negligible” (RT Hicks Consultants 2015, 1). Santa Fe County will work
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with BLM to restrict the development of the Federal locatable and saleable minerals underlying
the County property. The County will research the ownership of the subsurface mineral estate
underlying approximately 350 acres of the surface estate that the County owns and investigate
the possibility of acquiring the mineral estate in order to protect the surface resources.

5.1.12 Livestock Grazing

In 2012 the BLM Taos Resource Management Plan (RMP) removed the sites within the Galisteo
Basin ACEC, including Petroglyph Hill, from livestock grazing. Santa Fe County will adopt the
same protection measure on County property and will not permit livestock stock grazing within
the Petroglyph Hill site boundary or on the Thomton Ranch Open Space.

5.1.13 Firearms

Santa Fe County and BLM will work to improve enforcement of BLM and County regulations
regarding firearms and target shooting within the Petroglyph Hill site boundary and the
surrounding Thomton Ranch Open Space.

5.1.14 Visual Resource Management

BLM has assigned Petroglyph Hill to Visual Resource Management (VRM) Class II. The
objective of VRM Class Il is to, “Retain the existing character of the landscape. The level of
change should be low and can be seen but should not attract the attention of the casual observer”
(BLM 1986). Santa Fe County will follow BLM guidance for visual resource management for
the County managed portion of the site.

5.1.15 Geocaching

Geocaching and similar activities are prohibited within the Petroglyph Hill site boundary. To
facilitate identification of the site boundary in the field since it is not fenced or otherwise
marked; such activities will be prohibited within 2,000 feet of the base of the hill defined as the
6200 foot topographic contour.

5.1.16 Unmanned Aircraft Systems (UAS)

Unmanned Aircraft Systems (UAS), commonly known as drones, are prohibited from operating
within the Petroglyph Hill site boundary, unless authorized by Santa Fe County as part of an
adopted best management practice for monitoring cultural resources and site conditions.

5.1.17 Non-Tribal Offerings

Visitors are prohibited from leaving objects or offerings of any kind within the Petroglyph Hill
site boundary.

5.1.18 Human and Pet Cremains

Placing or scattering human or pet cremains within the Petroglyph Hill site boundary is
prohibited.
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5.1.19 Memorials
Memorials of any kind are prohibited within the Petroglyph Hill site boundary.

5.2 Research

According to the General Management Plan, “All proposed research efforts focused on the
designated sites should be consistent with general principals outlined in this management plan, as
well as with BLM 8100 series manual guidance, and should be either non-invasive or designed to
minimize ground disturbance, indirect effects, and visual impacts. Furthermore, research
proposals should be consistent with Native American concerns and recommendations for each
site and compliant with all applicable laws” (BLM 2012a, 43).

5.2.1 Coordination of Research Efforts

The GMP states that, “The BLM, in collaboration with other agencies, heritage resource
professionals, and other interested stakeholders, will serve as the clearing house for future
research efforts at protection sites on BLM lands or with cooperative agreements in place. The
BLM will be responsible for coordinating research efforts, reviewing and approving research
designs and proposals, and compiling the results of research projects with support from its
collaborators as appropriate” (BLM 2012a, 43). Santa Fe County will coordinate all research
requests and approvals on the County managed portion of the site with BLM.

5.2.2 Types of Research

The General Management Plan limits research at the Act sites to methods that are non-invasive
or designed to minimize ground disturbance, indirect effects, and visual impacts, in order to be
consistent with the primary mandate of the Act to protect the sites. The GMP states that,
“Archaeological excavation is destructive, and the primary objective of the Act and this
management plan is to provide for the protection of the listed resources” (BLM 2012a, 45).

Santa Fe County will further limit research on the County managed portion of the site to non-
ground-disturbing methods. The County will not allow artifact collection on the County —
managed portion of the site. Santa Fe County will consult with the State Historic Preservation
Office and Native American Tribes to return collections from previous research projects to the
site.

5.2.3 Permitting

Research activities on the BLM managed portion of the site will require a Statewide Cultural
Resources Use Permit and a project-specific fieldwork authorization from the Taos Field Office.
Santa Fe County will develop a procedure for permitting cultural research on County property
consistent with BLM and the State Historic Preservation Office. County property is considered
state land under the Cultural Properties Act. Any archaeological fieldwork on the County
managed portion of the site would require a permit issued by the Cultural Properties Review
Committee. In addition to BLM and SHPO approval, the County will require any research to be
conducted on the County managed portion of the site to be approved by the appropriate affiliated
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tribes. Santa Fe County will develop a procedure for tribal review and approval of research
proposals. Santa Fe County will handle requests to photograph the site as research requests, with
the same review and approval procedures.

5.3 Interpretation

One of the stated purposes of the Galisteo Basin Archaeological Sites Protection Act is
interpretation of the nationally significant archaeological resources in the Galisteo Basin. The
General Management Plan indicates that interpretation should be sensitive to Native American
concerns. Native American tribal representatives have expressed concern that interpretation of
Native American cultural sites co-opts their culture. Santa Fe County will focus initially on
interpretation of the geology, ecology, Spanish and Mexican period, ranching, and railroad
history of the area. The County will acknowledge the long history of Native Americans in the
Galisteo Basin, but will not provide interpretation of the cultural history of the Galisteo Basin
prior to Spanish contact without first consulting with Native American Tribal Governments. The
County will encourage the tribes to provide interpretation of the Galisteo Basin from their
perspective in a way that is culturally appropriate. This might be done using traditional media
such as storytelling and art, or by providing Native American perspectives on contemporary
1ssues such as climate change, natural resource use and environmental protection. In order to
facilitate this discussion, the County will initiate a collaborative planning process with Native
American Tribal Governments to develop a plan for interpretation of Petroglyph Hill and the
cultural history of the Galisteo Basin prior to Spanish contact.

The GMP recommends that the interpretive themes conveyed to the public through interpretive
materials should be broadly cohesive across the Act sites. Santa Fe County developed the
Galisteo Basin Interpretive Plan for County open space properties within the Galisteo Basin as an
initial effort to coordinate interpretation across the Act sites. The County will work to develop an
interpretive program in order to inspire respect, understanding and appreciation of the
importance of the area and to encourage appropriate visitor behavior at the Thornton Ranch
Open space and Petroglyph Hill.

The GMP also recommends that signage and interpretive exhibits have a consistent appearance
across the Act sites. Santa Fe County will coordinate with BLM on signage for the Galisteo
Basin and the Act sites. No signage or interpretive exhibits will be installed within the
Petroglyph Hill Site Boundary.

5.3.1 Off-Site Interpretation

The GMP recommends off-site interpretation of the majority of the Act sites in order to protect
the sites from pedestrian traffic, illicit artifact collection, vandalism, and visual impacts.

The GMP identified Thornton Ranch Open Space as a potential location for off-site
interpretation of the entire Galisteo Basin and the sites designated by the Act, including the
Petroglyph Hill, in light of Santa Fe County’s plan to facilitate public access to the property
through a system of sustainably developed trails. Santa Fe County plans to provide
interpretation of the Galisteo Basin with the visitor facilities at the Thornton Ranch Open Space.

Santa Fe County also plans to develop other venues and media for off-site interpretation of the
Galisteo Basin including; Visitor Information Centers, Driving/Bicycling Tours, Traveling
Exhibits, Mobile Apps, Web-Based Media, Guided Tours, school curriculum and lesson plans.
The County is currently working in partnership with New Mexico State Parks to provide
interpretive information about the Galisteo Basin at the Cerrillos Hill State Park Visitor Center in
Cerrillos, NM. The County has long-term plans to develop a visitor center in Lamy, NM. The
County’s plans for off-site interpretation of the Galisteo Basin and the Act sites are described in
more detail in the Galisteo Basin Interpretive Plan.

5.4 Native American Concerns

The General Management Plan states, “Communication and collaboration with Native American
entities, including both government officials and cultural resource specialists within pueblos and
tribes, are essential prerequisites for the successful long-term management of the archaeological
resources designated by the Act. Beyond formal consultation required by Section 106 of the
NHPA and other Federal mandates, the BLM seeks to establish long-term, working partnerships
with interested pueblos and tribes” (BLM 2012a, 63). Santa Fe County is also interested in long-
term partnerships with Native American Tribes for the management of cultural resources.

The GMP directs the site-specific management plans to list the pueblos and tribes specifically
affiliated with each site (BLM 2012a, 70).

The following Native American Tribes have expressed interest in continuing discussions with
Santa Fe County and the BLM regarding the management of Petroglyph Hill:

¢ Cochiti Pueblo

¢ Kewa Pueblo (Santo Domingo)

e San Felipe Pueblo

Santa Fe County will work with BLM to identify the affiliated tribes through the agency’s formal
consultation process.

The GMP recommends incorporating Tribal recommendations regarding the relative sensitivity
of different features within each site into the site-specific management plan (BLM 2012a, 70).
Parametrix mapped culturally sensitive features identified by tribal representatives during the
planning process for management purposes.
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5.4.1 Formal Consultation (BLM)

Pursuant to Section 106 of the NHPA, BLM will consult with tribal organizations regarding any
proposed action on the BLM managed portion of the site.

5.4.2 Collaboration/Co-management

Santa Fe County believes traditional tribal knowledge is critical to the protection and
management of the Galisteo Basin Archaeological Site Protection Act sites. Native American
Tribal Representatives have expressed interest in co-management, sharing authority and
responsibility for management, of the Act sites. The County is interested in collaborating with
Native American Tribal governments that have traditional knowledge of this area to manage
Petroglyph Hill and other important cultural resources within the Thornton Ranch Open Space in
order to insure their protection and continued cultural relevance. Santa Fe County will work with
interested tribes to develop a collaborative agreement for management of Petroglyph Hill and
other important cultural resources within the Thornton Ranch Open Space.

5.43 Place Names

The GMP recommends that Keres, Tewa and other Native American place names replace or
coincide with Spanish and English names. Santa Fe County fully supports the use of Native
American place names and encourages tribal representatives to identify appropriate names for
places and landscape features in and around the Thornton Ranch Open Space.

544 Tnbal Access/Traditional Use

The General Management Plan recommended that the site-specific management plans address
the need for Native American access to the Act sites for pilgrimages and other religious
purposes, for cultural education and intergenerational leaning programs, and to collect natural
resources (i.e. plants, minerals and animals) used for traditional purposes. Santa Fe County
supports Native American access to Petroglyph Hill and the Thornton Ranch Open Space to
carry out traditional cultural practices and to collect natural resources used for traditional
purposes. Santa Fe County is interested in developing agreements with Native American Tribes
to facilitate tribal access and collection. The agreements will include protocols to ensure that
Native Americans can carry out traditional cultural practices in private and to minimize potential
conflicts with the public; such as temporary closures of certain areas of the property. The
agreements will also contain provisions to support Native American intergenerational cultural
preservation programs including accommodations for “overnight visits to culturally significant
places, providing a traditional timeframe for the transmission of oral history about the region to
tribal youth” (Parametrix 2011, 4-4).

5.4.5 Protection of the Galisteo Basin Landscape

According to the General Management Plan, “The ethnographic study revealed the
interconnectedness of sites and natural features in the Galisteo Basin, as viewed and understood
by the tribal representatives involved. Two specific recommendations stem from this widely
shared view that a broader, cultural-landscape model should be developed for the holistic
understanding and protection of the Galisteo Basin:
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1. Nomination of the Galisteo Basin as a Cultural Landscape, and

2. Designation of the basin as a National Heritage Area (Parametrix 2011)” (BLM 2012a,
69).

BLM and Santa Fe County are committed to the protection of the Galisteo Basin cultural
landscape and will work with Native American Tribes and other stakeholders to implement these
recommendations.

5.4.6 Traditional Cultural Properties (TCP)

The General Management Plans states, “Traditional resource procurement areas, landforms of
religious significance, and other TCPs should be considered for protection in the Act. The
importance of such TCPs to contemporary pueblos and tribes and the associations of such TCPs
with archaeological sites in the Galisteo Basin represent important connections between the past
and present. A number of culturally sensitive and sacred sites were identified during the course
of the ethnographic study and other consultation efforts, but these places have not been formally
evaluated, nominated, or designated as TCPs at this time” (BLM 2012a, 67). The GMP
recommends that, “Sites should be evaluated as potential TCPs during the site-specific
management planning process, utilizing the results of the ethnographic study (Parametrix 2011),
recommendations from Native Americans or groups with an affiliation to the site in question,
and other sources of information, as appropriate” (BLM 2012a, 76).

Santa Fe County will continue to work with Native American Tribes to assess the presence of
TCPs within the Thornton Ranch Open Space and will support the tribes in nominating TCPs for
listing in the National Register of Historic Places (NRHP) at their discretion.

5.4.7 Discovery of Human Remains

The General Management Plan cautions that, “Many of the designated sites comprise villages
where people lived, died, and were buried. As such, it is highly likely that human remains will be
encountered at one or more designated sites in the future. Treatment of human remains
discovered at designated sites will be largely dictated by the ownership of the land on which the
discovery is located. Discoveries on BLM lands must be handled in accordance with NAGPRA
and ARPA (16 USC 470ee)” (BLM 2012a, 70). Discoveries on BLM lands must be handled in
accordance with NAGPRA and ARPA (16 USC 470ee). Discoveries on state, county, or private
land must be treated in accordance with Section 18-6-11.2 of the Cultural Properties Act, NMSA
1978.

The General Management Plan recommends that the site-specific plans include burial treatment
plans and protocols for determining ancestral affiliation based on archaeological and osteological
evidence for sites where we might expect human remains to be present (BLM 2012a, 70-71).

Based on the cultural resource investigations at Petroglyph Hill, it is not likely that the site
contains human remains. ’
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6. PLAN IMPLEMENTATION

The following goals, objectives, management strategies and work plan for implementation of the
Petroglyph Hill Management Plan apply only to the County managed portion of the site (129
acres). Unless otherwise specifically noted, BLM will follow federal regulations on the BLM
managed portion of the site (8 acres).

6.1 Goals, Objectives and Strategies

Goal 1:  Respect the Native American Tribes with ancestral ties to the Galisteo Basin and
the Galisteo Basin Archaeological Sites Protection Act sites including Petroglyph
Hill, their long term presence in the region, and their ongoing relationship with
their ancestral lands.

Objective 1.1: ~ Promote respect for Native American cultural ties to the Galisteo Basin and
the cultural diversity of the region.

Strategy 1.1.1 Develop a public education campaign to create awareness and
appreciation of the cultural heritage of the Galisteo Basin.

Objective 1.2: Encourage open dialog with Native American Tribal Governments regarding
the preservation and protection of Petroglyph Hill and the cultural resources
within the Thornton Ranch Open Space.

Strategy 1.2.1 Develop a communications plan for the management of Petroglyph
« Hill.

Strategy 1.2.2 Consult with tribes early in the planning process for projects.

Strategy 1.2.3 Schedule critical meetings and reviews around tribal calendars to
facilitate tribal participation.

Strategy 1.2.4 Allow a longer period for tribal review, preferably 45-60 days, to
accommodate tribal calendars and facilitate tribal input.

Strategy 1.2.5 Send communication regarding projects or issues that involve multiple
Pueblos to the All Pueblo Council of Governors, Eight Northern
Indian Pueblos Council, and the Ten Southern Pueblo Governor's
Council in addition to the individual tribal governments.

Objective 1.3 Avoid the disturbance of human remains, funerary objects, sacred objects, or
objects of object of cultural patrimony.

Strategy 1.3.1 Develop burial treatment plans and protocols for determining ancestral
affiliation based on archaeological and osteological evidence for sites
where human remains are likely to be present.

Objective 1.4 Extend the cultural resource management strategies in the Petroglyph Hill
Management Plan to the Thornton Ranch Open Space and adopt policies and
procedures for all County properties that address: human remains avoidance,
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inadvertent discoveries, tribal access and collection, cultural research and
photography, unmanned aircraft systems, geocaching, non-tribal offerings,
cremated remains and memorials.

Strategy 1.4.1 Incorporate the cultural resource management strategies from the
Petroglyph Hill Management Plan in the Thornton Ranch Management
Plan.

Strategy 1.4.2 Include policies regarding human remains avoidance, inadvertent
discoveries, tribal access and collection, cultural research and
photography, unmanned aircraft systems, geocaching, non-tribal
offerings, cremated remains and memorials in the county-wide Open
Space and Trails strategic plan that Santa Fe County is currently
developing and is expected to be completed in 2018.

Goal 2: Empower the Native American Tribes with ancestral ties to the Galisteo Basin to
maintain their cultural identity, religious beliefs, customs and traditions.

Objective 2.1: Provide unrestricted tribal access to the site for religious purposes and to
continue cultural traditions and pass on traditional knowledge to their youth.

Objective 2.2: Allow tribal members to collect plants and minerals for traditional use.

Strategy 2.2.1 Develop agreements with Native American tribes to facilitate tribal
access and collection for traditional purposes.

Objective 2.3: Support tribes in identifying and listing Traditional Cultural Properties in the
National Register of Historic Places (NRHP).

Objective 2.4: Collaborate with Native American Tribal governments to manage Petroglyph
Hill.

Strategy 2.4.1 Develop co-management agreement with a tribe or group of tribes to
manage Petroglyph Hill.

Goal 3:  Protect the intrinsic qualities of the Galisteo Basin that define its character.
Objective 3.1: Restrict access to the Petroglyph Hill site.

Strategy 3.1.1 Restrict vehicle access within the Thomton Ranch Open Space to the
trailheads, with the exception of limited trail and fence maintenance
equipment and emergency vehicles.

Strategy 3.1.2 Close the ranch road to the saddle of the hill and revegetate it to
restore the native vegetation and minimize runoff and soil erosion.

Evaluate the
west and north property boundaries in consultation with BLM to
determine where fencing and signage is necessary to control
unauthorized access. If the County determines that it is necessary to
fence the western boundary of the open space the County will consult
with BLM regarding fencing the boundary of the NW1/4 of the SW1/4
of Section 29 of BLM Allotment 926. Investigate options to control
access through the arroyos under the railroad trestles along the
southern boundary of the property.

Post appropriate signage to inform the public of the laws and penalties
for violating the laws and enforce the laws. Place the signs so that
they don’t detract from the visual quality of the site or draw unwanted
attention to the cultural resources.

Change the name of Petroglyph Hill to an appropriate Native
American place name. Discontinue the use of the name Petroglyph
Hill from this document forward.

Work proactively with publishers to remove the name Petroglyph Hill
or the site altogether as appropriate from future editions of guide
books. '
