• Submit your original sticker design by September 8, 2025. 
• Shape: Circle, designed for a 3-inch round sticker. 
• File formats accepted: JPG, PNG, PDF, AI, or EPS. 
• Submit online here! 

Contest Details: 

• Eligible participants must be Santa Fe County students (K-12). 
• Only original artwork will be accepted. 
• The Clerk’s Office will review submissions, and the public will use Ranked Choice Voting to select 

three winning designs.  
• Winning designs will be featured on the Santa Fe County Clerk’s website, social media channels, and 

printed as official stickers for upcoming elections. 

The contest is part of the Clerk’s Office’s broader efforts to engage young residents in elections through 
programs like Kids Vote and Democracy101, which gives students hands-on experience with civic 
participation.
