An update on the Santa Fe County Fair was provided by the Rodeo Royalty.
The Consent Calendar was approved.

e The BCC approved Resolution 2012-75, to proclaim extreme or severe drought
conditions within Santa Fe County and to ban the sale and use of certain fireworks in the
unincorporated portions of the County and within wildlands in the County.

PuBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT

e Resolution 2012-76, to budget $250,000 for the planning and preliminary studies
necessary for the redevelopment of the current First Judicial Court Facility was
unanimously approved.

e A presentation of the draft Capital Improvement Plan and Project Financing and
Selection was presented to the BCC by Adam Leigland, Public Works Director.

e Penny Ellis-Green, Assistant County Manager provided an overview of the purposed
Public Review Process for the Sustainable Land Development Code (SLDC).
