The below planning/community issues were discussed for quite sometime. Much of the discussion focused on trying to group the issues into a common category.

1. Complex land ownership and land use planning

2. Problematic road access to non-Pueblo owned properties

3. Re-evaluation of the delineation of the traditional community

4. Water conservation and use

5. Wastewater treatment and disposal

6. Preservation of rural lifestyle and landscape

7. Rural, agricultural, and cultural resource protection

8. Appropriate growth management tools and techniques/ management/close loop hole

9. Affordable housing

10. Creation and protection of recreational open spaces

11. Provision for adequate community services and facilities

12. Pueblo involvement in the planning and plan implementation process

13. Transportation safety

14. Transfer in ownership

15. Property ownership

In view of the on-going legal proceedings for the Aamodt water case, many people believe this is the number one priority issue.

The Committee unanimously approved the below issue categories to be used in establishing sub-committees.

1. Water & Wastewater

2. Land use and Growth Management

3. Rural lifestyle/ Agriculture

4. Pueblo Relationship Including Boundaries and Roads

5. Community Facilities & Services
